Osmanh Ekonomik Vizyonunun Sanayilesme Cikmazi

GIRIS

Sanayi Devrimi Oncesi donemde, 14. yiizyildan 19. yiizyila
kadar, Eski Diinya’daki hemen her devlet benzer ekonomik
sorunlarla kars1 karsiya kalmistir. Bu sorunlarin basinda, devletlerin
varliklarin1 ~ stirdiirebilmeleri amaci gelmektedir. Her devlet,
baskentinin, ordusunun ve diger kentlerin iasesinin saglanmasi,
vergi toplanmasi, para arzinin istikrara kavusturulmasi, uzun
mesafeli ticareti destekleme ve denetleme gibi ekonomik politikalara
yonelik benzer sorunlarla ilgilenmekteydi (Pamuk, 2013).

Osmanli Devleti’nin ekonomi politikalarin1 anlamak igin,
oncelikle devletin niteligi ve farkli sosyal kesimlerle olan iliskileri
ele alinmalidir. Osmanli toplumunda, 15. ylizyilin sonlarina kadar,
tagsrada toprak sahibi Tirk kokenli aristokrasi ile merkezdeki
devsirme biirokrasi arasinda  yogun  bir = miicadele
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gozlemlenmektedir. Bu iki kesim arasindaki giic dengeleri zamanla
degisiklik gostermistir. II. Mehmet’in 15. ylizyilin ikinci yarisindaki
basarili merkezilesme ¢abalar1 sonucunda, bu dengeler kesin bir
sekilde merkezden yana degismistir. Topraga bagli aristokrasi
yenilgiye ugramis, 0zel miilkiyet altindaki topraklara devlet el
koymus ve iktidar merkezi biirokrasinin elinde toplanmistir. Bu
kokli  dontlistim, devletin ekonomik politikalarinin  merkezi
biirokrasinin Onceliklerini yansitmasini saglamistir. Bdylelikle,
toprak sahipleri, tiiccarlar ve sarraflarin devletin ekonomik
politikalar1 {izerindeki etkileri 6nemli Olgiide azalmistir. Kent
ekonomisinin iasesi, uzun mesafeli ticaret ve ithalat, bu yeni
ekonomik diizenin istikrarina katki saglayan unsurlar olarak 6n plana
cikmaktadir. 17. ve 18. yiizyillarda diinya genelinde merkeziyetci
yapilar gii¢c kaybetmesine ragmen, lireticiler ve tliccarlar, geleneksel
ekonomi politikalarin1 degistirmek i¢in merkezi devlet iizerinde
baski unsuru olamamiglardir. Yaklasik olarak bu doénemde,
Avrupa’da iireticilerin ve tliccarlarin siyasi gliglerinin artmasi, devlet
politikalarii1  yonlendirmeleriyle sonuglanmis ve bu durum
ekonomik politikalar icinde merkantilist egilimlerin

yayginlagmasina zemin hazirlamistir.

Osmanli Devleti’nin 15. ve 16. yiizyillar boyunca diinyanin en
1yi yonetilen iilkelerinden biri oldugu yoniinde bir¢ok goriis bulunsa
da, 17. ve 18. ylizyillar siiresince Avrupa’nin siyasi, sosyal, askeri
ve ekonomik alanlarda 6nemli ilerlemeler kaydetmesi, Osmanli’nin
goriinimiinii  Avrupa karsisinda geri kalmisg bir iilke haline
getirmistir. Bu geri kalmigh@in altinda yatan temel neden, iilkenin
ekonomik olarak gerilemesinin yani sira, Avrupa’nin Reform ve
Ronesans hareketleri sonrasinda bilim, teknoloji, toplumsal ve
siyasal kurumlar agisindan biiyiik ilerlemeler kaydetmis olmasidir.

Tim bu gelismeler yasanirken, Osmanli Devleti sanayilesme
stirecini baslatmakta gecikmistir. Osmanli’da 18. ylizyil sonlarindan
itibaren, askeri nedenlerle baslatilan baz1 sanayilesme ¢abalar1 ise
istenilen basartyr yakalayamamistir (Geyikdagi, 2019). Bu
calismada amag, 18. yiizyil sonunda Ingiltere’de patlak veren ve
hizla diger Avrupa iilkelerine yayilan Sanayi Devrimi sonrasindaki
donemde, Osmanli ekonomisinin sanayilesme siirecinde geri
kalmasi lizerinde etkili olan “ekonomik politikaya iliskin nedenler”e
odaklanmaktir.

1.18. ve 19. Yiizyllda Osmanh Ekonomisi

18. yiizyll Osmanli ekonomisini, Geng¢’in aragtirmasinda
sundugu ve Pamuk’un da dogru yontem olarak agikladig sekilde,
farkl 6zellikler gosteren iki doneme ayirmak miimkiindiir. Osmanl
ekonomisini belirgin bir sekilde ayiran cizgiyi 1760 yili temsil
ederken Osmanli’nin yaptig1 savaglarin seyri ve sonuglari da bu
ylizy1l1 iki doneme ayiran 6nemli bir etken olmustur. 18. ylizyilin ilk
yarisinda Osmanli’nin savaglardan kayda deger bir yenilgisi
goriilmezken, ikinci yarida savaslardan kesin ve net yenilgilerle
ayrilmistir. Bu dogrultuda 1760 yillarima kadar genisleme ve
canlanma egiliminde olan Osmanli ekonomisi daha sonra yerini
durgunluk ve bunalima biraktig1 goriilmiistiir. (Geng, 2002: 211-212,
Pamuk, 2003: 220).

Sanayi devrimi Oncesinde, toprak zenginligi ve verimliligi
devletlerin ve bireylerin giicii, zenginligi ve hakimiyeti i¢in kritik bir
faktordii. Bu nedenle 18. yiizyilla kadar toprak, Osmanl
Imparatorlugunun en énemli ge¢im kaynagi olmustur. (Kodaman,
2007: 6). Osmanli tarimi, 14. yiizyildan 18. yiizyila kadar siiregelen

ilkel tarim yontemleri ve iklime bagl iiretim diizeyi ile emek,
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verimlilik ve ftretim artiglarinda goriilen dalgalanmalara sahit
olmustur. Ayrica tarimsal iiretimde biiyiik bir éneme sahip olan
koyliiler tizerindeki vergi yiikii de iiretim miktar1 tizerinde 6nemli bir
etkiye sahip olmustur. Devletin ise bu noktada dnemli bir gelir
kaynag1 olan tarimsal iiretimi artirma diisiincesi, verimlilik {izerine
degil fetihler yoluyla toprak genisligini artirarak yeni vergiler elde
etmek tlizerine kurulu bir diizendi (Sahin, 2019: 6). 18. ylizyil
sonlarindan 19. yiizyilin yarisina kadar zorlu bir bir enflasyon
yasayan Osmanli, 1826’da Yeniceri Ocagi’nin kaldirilmasi ile
1860’tan I.Diinya Savasi’na kadar kismen de olsa fiyat istikrarini
yakalayabilmistir (Berument & Giinay, 2007: 211). 1838 yilina
kadar kendi politikasin1 bagimsiz olarak belirleyebilen Osmanli
Imparatorlugu’nun uyguladig1 politikalar genelde ithalati artirici-
ihracat1 ise kisitlayict politikalar olup, disa kapali olmayan ama
irettigini tiiketen bir toplum modeli ¢izmistir. Bu nedenle,
sehirlerdeki ve kirsal bolgelerdeki iiretim faaliyetlerinin diinya
ekonomisindeki degisikliklerden fazlaca etkilendigi sdylenemez
(Ozgiin, 2008: 8). Osmanli Imparatorlugu dis ticaret politikasinda
ithalat1 desteklerken ihracat1 kisitlayici yapiya sahip olan ekonomi
politikalar1 dahilinde ihracat yalnizca i¢ pazarin talebi karsilanmasi
halinde serbest birakilmis ithalat ise 6zendirilmistir (Peker 2015: 9).
1845 yilina kadar ithalatin bes kat artarken ihracatinda iki kat artmasi
ile olusan biit¢e agiklar1 dis bor¢lanmay1 zorunlu hale getirmis ve
olusan bu biitce acig1; altin, giimiis ve bakir paralarin dis tilkelere
gitmesine yol agmistir. Diger yandan dis borglar ise Odeme
giicliiklerine ve mali disiplinin tamamen kaybolmasimna neden
olmustur. (Dikmen, 2010: 140)

Osmanli ekonomisi, bu siiregte 17. ylizyildan siiregelen mali
sikintilarin etkisini 18. yiizyilda da hissetmeye devam etmis ve bu
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donemlerde ekonomik yapisinda dnemli degisimler gézlenmistir. Bu
donemde, tarim ve kii¢iik sanayi alanlarinda yapilan diizenlemeler,
ekonomik yapinin temelini etkilemistir. Tarimda, timar sisteminin
terk edilmesi ve topraklarin kiralanmasi gibi degisiklikler, toprak
sahipligi ve vergilendirme konularinda belirsizliklere yol agmustir.
Benzer sekilde, kiiciik sanayi iiretimi de kirsal alanda yogunlasmis
ve sehirlerdeki iiretim azalmistir. Ozellikle devletin, imparatorluk
ekonomisinin en 6nemli kesimi olan tarim tizerindeki denetimini
yitirmesinin ardindan yine kontroliinde olan lonca sisteminin
zayiflamasiyla, sehirlerdeki sanayi tiretimi 0nemli 6l¢iide azalmistir.
Ancak, belirli kisitlamalardan kurtulan ve diizenlemelerden
etkilenmeyen iiretim faaliyetlerinin zaman zaman canlandigl ve

biiytidiigii de gézlemlenmistir (Kasaba, 1993: 19).

Osmanli Devleti 18. yilizyilin sonlarindan itibaren siirekli
olarak uluslararas1 bor¢lanmaya gidilmeksizin, glivenilir finansman
arayisina girmistir. Ancak 19. ylizyila gelindiginde agir borglar1 olan
Osmanli Imparatorlugu kapitalist diizene uyum saglamaya mecbur
kalmis ve mali alanda reformlara yonelmistir. Ozellikle Ingilizlerin®
etkisi altinda, Osmanli’nin mali reformlara > mecbur kalmasi,
kapitalist diizene entegrasyon ¢abalarinin bir sonucudur. Bu stirecte,

Osmanli’nin mali yapisinda ve mevzuatinda 6nemli degisiklikler

Lingilizler, Osmanli imparatorlugu’nu kapitalist piyasanin calisma tarzina uyum saglamaya
zorlamak icin belirli reformlar tesvik etmistir. Bu siireg, imparatorlugun 1854’ten itibaren
izledigi dig borglanma politikasiyla hizlanmis ve dis borg artis1 azalmistir. Osmanli'nin kamu
maliyesini kendi kendine yonetme becerisi ve bu politikanin dogurdugu mali istikrarsizlik,
Britanya'nin serbest ticaret ve piyasa odakli mali reformlara yonelik artan taleplerinin yolunu
agmustir. Dolayistyla kamu borcu, Osmanli’nin kapitalist diinya ekonomisine dahil olmasin
tegvik etmede etkili olmustur.

219. yiizyilda dis kaynakli mali reformlar, genellikle serbest ticaret anlasmalarmin ardindan
gelmis olup, bu reformlar, 6zellikle kamu maliyesi, bankacilik ve para sektorii alanlarinda
olmustur. Osmanli Imparatorlugu, mali reformlar ile ingiliz tarz1 ve Avrupa Kapitalist
kurallarin1 benimsemeye ¢aligsa da uygulamada zorlanmustir.
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yasanmis, uluslararasi piyasalara entegrasyon adina gesitli adimlar
atilmistir. Ingiltere’nin  etkisiyle, Osmanli Imparatorlugu’nun
kapitalist diizene uyum saglamasi hizlanmis, dis borglanma
politikalariyla mali istikrarsizlik agirlagsmis ve boylece serbest ticaret
ve piyasa odakli reform talepleri artmigtir (Conte, 2022: 34-37).

17.yiizy1l Osmanli Imparatorlugu’nun “diinya ekonomisine
entegrasyonuna gecis asamasi” olarak goriilir ve 18. ylizyilda
katilma siireglerinin kademeli olarak basladigi soylenebilir.
Balkanlar 18. ylizyi1lda Avrupa ekonomisine entegre olurken Misir
ve Levant 19. yiizyilda entegre olmustur. Anadolu’da ise bu siire¢
19. yiizyilin ilk ¢eyreginde hiz kazanmaya baslamistir (Wallerstein,
1979: 397). 19. yy. Osmanli ekonomisi, rekabetin yilikselmesi ve
sermayenin roliindeki degisimlerle sekillenmis, ticaret alaninda
onemli degisikliklere neden olmustur. Batili ve yerel tiiccarlar
arasindaki rekabet, yerel tiiccarlarin sermaye birikimlerini artirmak
icin cesitli stratejiler gelistirmelerine katki saglamistir. (Frangakis-
Syrett, 1999: 13).

18. vyiizyilm sonlarinda Ingiltere ve Fransa’min sanayi
devriminden sonra biiyiimesi, Osmanli Imparatorlugu’nun 19.
ylzyilda artan yiliksek devlet borglart ve mali agiklarla
karsilasmasina neden olmustur. Bunun altinda Ingiltere ve
Fransa’nin  Osmanli Imparatorlugu’ndaki siyasi ve ekonomik
cikarlari, Avrupa’dan yiiksek miktarda mamul mal ithalati ve
Avrupa’dan Osmanli Devleti’ne akan borg¢larin artmasi gibi nedenler
yatmaktadir. Ekonomik agidan Avrupa iilkelerine bagimli duruma
gelen Osmanli Imparatorlugu, ayrica birgok kapitiilasyonun
verilmesiyle birlikte Avrupa’nin yar1 somiirgesi ° haline

3 Kavalali Mehmet Ali Pasa'nin isyanim bastirmak i¢in Rusya’nin yardimina ihtiyag duyan
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dontismiistiir. Osmanli Devleti’nin 19. ylizyildaki ekonomik
cokiisiiniin ardinda bu “batiya bagimlilik olgusu” yatmaktadir.
Bunlara ek olarak, 19. yilizyilda Avrupa ile olan ticari iligkiler ve
sanayilesmis diinyadan yapilan ithalat ve alinan krediler
imparatorlukta biiyiik bir biitce agigina yol acarak olumsuz sonuglar
yaratmistir (Muradov, 2018: 121).

Wallerstein (1979), Osmanli Imparatorlugu’nun 18. ve 19.
yiizyillardaki ekonomik durumunu degerlendirirken, imparatorlugun
diinya ekonomisine katiliminin neden sinirli kaldigini sorgulamis ve
Osmanli’nin uzak bir bolge olarak kabul edilmesi, siyasi ve ideolojik
doniistimlerin eksikligi ve diger faktdrlerin, imparatorlugun kendini
diinya ekonomisine entegre etme kapasitesini simirladigini
belirtmistir. Bu baglamda, “kendi kendine yetemeyen bir toplum”
olarak nitelendirdigi Osmanl1 imparatorlugu’nun kapitalist diinyaya
katillmimin neden simirlt kaldigimi anlamak i¢in, imparatorlugun
donemindeki ekonomik, siyasi ve sosyal kosullarin dikkate alinmasi
gerektigini ifade etmistir. (Wallerstein, 1979: 397-398). Calisma bu
nedenle, Osmanli ekonomisinin Sanayi Devrimi siirecinin gerisinde
kalmasinda, sanayisizlesme olgusunun ve dis diinyaya entegre

olamamasinin igsel ve digsal nedenlerine odaklanmaktadir.

2.0smanh Devleti’nin Sanayilesme Siirecinin Gerisinde
Kalmasinda Etkili Olan Faktorler

Sanayi kavrami, klasik anlamda tarihsel siiregte tarimdan
ayrilma stirecinin bir sonucu olarak ele alinmakta ve bu baglamda

“mal ve hizmet {ireten ya da saglayan oOrgiitlenmeler” olarak

Osmanli Imparatorlugu, sonrasinda Rus tehdidinden kaginmak igin ingiltere'nin himayesine

siginmis ve bu firsatt kullanan Ingiltere, 1838 Ticaret Antlasmasi'm1 Osmanli hiikiimetine

kabul ettirmistir. Bu antlagma ile ekonomide liberallesme saglanarak imparatorluk topraklari

acik pazar haline getirildi ve somiirgelestirme siireci baglatilmistir. (Kodaman, 2007: 20).
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tanimlanmaktadir. Bu perspektiften bakildiginda, , Osmanh
Devleti’'nde de devletin “emek, sermaye ve toprak” unsurlarini
sistematik ve bilingli bir sekilde bir araya getirerek tarim
ekonomisini “sanayi {retimi” olarak Orgiitledigi sOylenebilir.
Osmanli tarim isletmeleri, en kiiglik birim olarak kabul edilen
“ciftlik”’ler lizerinden degerlendirilirse, tarim iiretiminin sanayi
bigiminde yapilandigi anlasilmaktadir. Dolayisiyla, Osmanl
tarimsal liretimini, devletin organize ettigi bir sanayi sektorii olarak
gormek miimkiindiir. Ayrica, Osmanli tarim sektori, birincil sanayi
iiretimi igerisinde en oncelikli ve etkili olanidir. Bu sektorde devletin
uyguladig: “dirlik diizeni,” toprak, sermaye, is giicli ve devlet destegi
gibi temel unsurlari bir araya getirerek siirekliligi saglamistir.
Bununla birlikte, tarim digindaki birincil sanayi ise, yalnizca “yakin
pazar i¢in tiiketim mallar1” tiretecek sekilde, daha diisiik diizeyde bir
orgiitlenme ile gergeklestirilmistir (Ozbilgen, 2009).

Osmanli Devleti, esneklik, pragmatizm ve miizakereci
yaklasimlar1 sayesinde, Avrupa ve Asya'da pek cok devletin
varligini siirdiiremedigi bir donemde modern ¢aga adim atabilmistir.
Bununla birlikte, esnekligin ve pragmatizmin geleneksel yapiy1
koruma ve stirdiirme konusunda etkili araglar olarak kullanildig1 da
g6z ard1 edilmemelidir. Osmanli toplumu ve biirokrasisi, Tanzimat
hareketinden ¢ok daha Once bazi alanlarda secici degisiklikler
gerceklestirerek imparatorlugun uzun bir siire ayakta kalmasini
saglamistir. Ancak, 19. ylizyill 6ncesinde, Osmanli toplumu ve
devleti, kapitalizme ge¢is asamasinda kurumsal degisiklikleri
gergeklestirme konusunda yeterince istekli ve basarili olamamaistir.
Kurumsal degisim, Osmanli'lda her alanda aynm1 hizda
gergeklesmemistir; merkezi bilirokrasi, Tanzimat donemi ve
imparatorlugun sonuna kadar egemenligini siirdiirdiigiinden, biiytlik

toprak sahipleri, tiiccarlar, imalat¢ilar ve sarraflar gibi diger sosyal
kesimlerin ekonomik konulardaki etkisi sinirli kalmistir. Bazi
kurumlar degisirken, geleneksel Osmanli diizeninin temel unsurlar
olan devlet miilkiyeti, loncalar ve 6zel sektordeki sermaye birikimi
engelleri, 19. ylizyila kadar degismeden varliklarini stirdiirmiistiir.
Merkezi biirokrasi, mevcut diizenin isleyisini iyilestirmek igin
gerekli degisiklikleri yaparken, kendi konumunu tehdit edebilecek
degisikliklere  direng  gostermistir.  Osmanli  ekonomisinin
sanayilesme siirecini etkileyen faktorler, igsel ve digsal etmenler
cergevesinde degerlendirilebilir. Dissal faktorler; savaslar, isyanlar
ve Batili devletlerin ¢ikarlarini dayatan ticaret anlasmalar: ve
reformlarla sonu¢lanan Bati emperyalizmini igermektedir. I¢sel
faktorler ise genellikle islam dini ve Osmanli gelenekleri etrafinda
toplanmaktadir. 19. yiizyllda Osmanli Imparatorlugu’nun Sanayi
Devrimi’ni yasamis olan Avrupa’dan geri kaldigt ve bu geri
kalmighigin imparatorlugun ¢okiisiiniin baslica sebeplerinden biri
oldugu kabul edilen bir argiimandir. Tanzimat doneminden itibaren,
imparatorlugun Avrupa’yr nasil yakalayacagina dair ekonomik
tartismalar yogunlagmistir; bu tartigmalar arasinda tarim ve sanayiye
oncelik vermek, dis ticareti koruma altina almak ve Avrupa’dan yeni
teknikleri nasil getirmek gerektigi gibi konular 6ne ¢ikmaktadir.
Sonug olarak, Tanzimat’tan itibaren iki ana egilimin belirginlestigi
ve 20. yiizyilhn basinda bu egilimlerin birer diisiince akimina
doniistiigli soylenebilir: liberal egilim ve milli iktisat egilimi. Liberal
egilimi savunanlar, Osmanli’nin esasen bir tarim tiilkesi oldugunu ve
Oyle kalmasi gerektigini belirtirken, tarim triinlerinin ihracati i¢in
serbest dig ticaretin benimsenmesi gerektigini, sanayilesmenin ise
yalnizca ihracat yoluyla miimkiin olabilecegini savunmuslardir. Ote

yandan, milli iktisat egilimi savunuculari, onceliklerin ters yonde
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olmasi1 gerektigini ifade ederek, Avrupa’y1 yakalamak i¢in 6ncelikle
sanayilesme  gerektigini  vurgulamislardir. Bu  baglamda,
sanayilesmenin onilindeki engelin, Avrupali devletlerin dayattig1
serbest dis ticaret oldugunu belirterek, yeni dogan sanayinin koruma
altina alinmas1 gerektigini ileri siirmiislerdir. Ikinci asamada ise
Misliman Tirk girisimei simifinin gelistirilmesi ve korunmasi
gerektigini, bdylece devlet yapisinin "milli bir burjuvaziye"

dayandirilmasi gerektigini savunmuslardir (Georgeon, 2006:141).

2.1.0smanh Devleti’nde Sanayilesmenin Oniindeki Dissal
Faktorler

Mehmet Geng (2014:35)’e gore Avrupa 1300°li yillarla
birlikte, ticaret devrimi ile baslayan ve birbirini izleyen bir dizi
degisim donemine girmistir. Bu donemle birlikte niifus artisi, kita-
ici kolonizasyon, Ronesans, Reform, denizasir1 kesifler ve biiyiik
cografi kesiflerle Avrupa, kabugunu kirmis ve diinyaya hakim olma
yolunda ilerlemistir. Hristiyan Avrupa, Asyali bir soyun hakimiyeti
altina girdigi bu donemde, Osmanli karsisinda rakip dinin
hakimiyetini kabullenmek zorunda kalmistir. Akdeniz ticaretinin
Avrupali gemicilerin eline gegmesi, Osmanli Imparatorlugu’nun
oncesinde diinya ekonomisindeki biiylik degisim siirecini
baslatmistir. “Daha baslangigta kaynaklarla alakali denge kesin
olarak Avrupa’nin lehinde idi. Niifus, iiretim hacmi, sermaye stoku,
teknoloji ve enerji kapasitesi bakimindan Avrupa Osmanli’nin asgari
4-5 kat1 biiytikliikleri kontrol ediyordu...”

Sanayi  Devrimi, 19. yilizyil  boyunca  Osmanl
Imparatorlugu’nu derinden sarsmus ve ¢okiis siirecinde belirleyici bir
rol oynamistir. Napolyon Savaslari’nin sona erdigi 1815 yilindan
itibaren Avrupa’nin irettigi mallarin Osmanli topraklarina hizla

girmesiyle bu topraklar, kisa siirede Avrupali imalatgilar i¢in 6nemli
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pazarlar haline gelmistir. Avrupa mamul mallar, giderek
Osmanli’nin geleneksel iirlinlerinin yerini almis; bu durum,
Osmanli’daki el sanatlar1 ustalarini issiz birakmis, i¢ vergi
kaynaklarim1 azaltmis ve nihayetinde Osmanli maliyesinin
Avrupalilarin kontrolii altina girmesine yol agmistir. Batt Avrupali
konsolos ve diplomatlar tarafindan laissez-faire ilkeleriyle
desteklenen bu ekonomik siirece, bir tiir “ekonomik iggal” olarak
bakilabilir (Clark, 2006:467). Avrupa’da yasanan Ticaret, Bilim ve
Sanayi devrimleri, Osmanli tarafindan ¢ok geg fark edilmis, Osmanli
Devleti ise bu donemde biiyiik ol¢iide geg¢misine yonelmis ve
“Bati’nin degerlerini tanimak ve analiz etmek” yerine, geleneksel
yaklagimlarla sorunlarina ¢6ziim aramaya calismistir. Avrupa’da
1700-1850 yillar1 arasinda hizla gelisen Sanayi Devrimi yaganirken,
Osmanli topraklarinda yalnizca ¢ok kiiciik degisiklikler disinda
biiyiik bir durgunluk gézlemlenmistir (Geng, 2002:329-356).

Napolyon Savaslar1 # ‘ndan sonra Osmanli Devleti'nin dis
ticaret hacmi genislemis ve bu artig, liretimi iki yonlii etkilemistir.
Bir yandan dis pazarlara yonelik ticaret mallarimin {retimi
yayginlasirken, diger yandan sanayilesmis iilkelerden ithal edilen
mallarin rekabeti karsisinda zanaata dayali lretim gerilemistir.
Boylece, kirsal bolgelerde tarim ve tarim disi iiretim faaliyetlerinin
birlikte yiiriitiildiigi geleneksel yapi zayiflamis, halkin biiytik
kisminin yasadigi bu alanlarda parcalanma siireci baslamigtir.
Osmanli ekonomisi, tarim iriinleri ihra¢ edip karsilifinda sanayi
tirtinleri ve belirli gida maddeleri ithal eden bir yapiya doniismuistiir.
Misir Valisi Kavalali Mehmet Ali Paga’nin isyan1 ekonomik krizi

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derinlestirirken, hazinenin zarar gormesi, siyasi gelismelerin
ekonomiye dogrudan yansimasina yol agmistir. Rusya’nin baskilar1
karsisinda Osmanli Devleti, 16 Agustos 1838’de imzalanan
Osmanli-ingiliz Balta Liman1 Ticaret Antlasmas ile Ingiltere’nin
etkisi altina girmistir. Bu antlasma sonucunda yerli tiiccarlarin
yabanci tiiccarlarla rekabeti zorlasmis, yerli tiiccarlar ticaret
hayatindan ¢ekilmis, Osmanli’da {liretim azalirken kiigiik isletmeler
kapanmaya baslamistir. Issizligin artmasiyla birlikte loncalar gibi
esnaf dayanigma orgiitleri dnemini yitirmistir. Antlasma, Osmanl
Devleti’nin ekonomik koruma mekanizmasi olan tekel sistemini
kaldirmis ve Ingiliz tiiccarlarm yerli tiiccarlardan daha diisiik
vergilerle ticaret yapmasina imkan tanimistir. Bu durum, kii¢iik
isletmelerin yok olmasina, mali ¢okiisiin hizlanmasina ve devletin
borg yiikiiniin artmasina sebep olmus, Osmanli’nin ekonomik ¢okiis
stirecini hizlandirmistir. Ayn1 zamanda bu antlagsma, 19. yiizyilda
Osmanli sanayisinin ¢okiisiine iliskin en ¢ok tartigilan olaylardan
biridir. Bir¢ok Avrupa sanayi tilkesi 1860’11 yillarda liberallesmeden
once hala korumaci politikalar izlerken, Ingiltere tiim devletlerden
once disa a¢ilmistir. Bu nedenle Ingiltere’nin giindemi, iiretimleri
icin dis pazarlar elde etmek amaciyla miimkiin oldugunca ¢ok sayida
cevre lilkeyle serbest ticaret anlagmalar1 imzalamak olmustur. 1838
Osmanli-ingiliz Balta Limani Ticaret Antlasmasi bu tiir ticari
anlasmalardan biri niteligindedir. Osmanli Imparatorlugu bu
antlasmay1 izleyen ii¢ yi1l i¢inde diger bircok Avrupa iilkesiyle de
benzer antlasmalar imzaladigindan, "Osmanli-Ingiliz Balta Limani
Ticaret Antlasmasi sonunda Tiirkiye’deki neredeyse tim dis
ticaretin temeli haline gelmistir". Bu antlagsma, padisahin 1826’da

Yenigeri Ocagr’m  kaldirmasinin  ardindan  Imparatorlugun
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“ekonomik liberalizme” ge¢isinde bir sonraki asama olarak

gorilmektedir.

Tanzimat Donemi’ndeki Osmanli-Ingiliz iliskilerini analiz
edildiginde, Osmanli Devleti’nin sanayilesme siirecindeki geri
kalmishginim nedeni {ic dnemli faktére baglanabilir: Oncelikle,
sermaye eksikligi, sanayi yatirimlarinin tesvik edilmesi konusunda
ciddi bir engel teskil ederken ikinci olarak demir ve komiir gibi
stratejik hammadde kaynaklarinin sinirli olmast ve son olarak,
Osmanli Devleti’nin endiistriyi koruyacak giimriik tarifeleri
uygulamaktan kag¢inmasi yerli sanayi iizerindeki olumsuz etkileri
artirmigtir. Diger sanayilesmis iilkeler, yliksek glimriik duvarlariyla
yerli liretimlerini korumaya calisirken, Osmanli Devleti bu tiir
onlemler almaktan uzak kalmistir. Bu baglamda, Osmanli’da
ithalattan alinan giimriik vergisi %3 seviyesinde iken, ihracat vergisi
%12 olarak belirlenmistir; oysa benzer iiriinler icin Ingiltere’de
uygulanan giimriik vergisi %60 civarinda seyretmistir. Bu durum,
Osmanli topraklarmin, Ingilizlerin serbest ticareti kendi iilkelerinden
once kabul ettirdigi bir alan haline gelmesine olanak tanimustir. Ote
yandan, Avrupa’nin 6nde gelen iilkeleri, yerli sanayi gelisimlerini
desteklemek amaciyla korumaci politikalarini artirirken, Osmanh
Imparatorlugu bu konuda etkili adimlar atamamustir. Sonug olarak,
Osmanli Devleti’nin ticaretinde koruyucu onlemlerin yoklugu,
dokuma ve ayakkabi gibi kiigiik 6lcekli iiretim faaliyetlerinin Bati
Avrupa’nin makine imalati lirlinleri karsisinda rekabet edemeyerek
yok olmasina sebep olmustur. Bu baglamda, Osmanli Imparatorlugu,
Bati  toplumunun  modernizasyonunu  simgeleyen  Sanayi
Devrimi’nden yeterince faydalanamamis, aksine bu siiregten

olumsuz etkilenmistir (Geyikdagi, 2019).
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2.2.0smanh Devleti’nde Sanayilesmenin Oniindeki I¢sel
Faktorler

Osmanli  Imparatorlugu’nda  sanayi(siz)lesmesinin  igsel
nedenleri Oncelikle ekonomik yapisinin karmasik ve yeniliklere
kapali dogasindan kaynaklanmaktadir. Bu baglamda, Osmanli’nin
geleneksel ekonomik sisteminin kati yapisi, tarim merkezli
politikalari, sinirli ticaret ve sanayi anlayisi ile uzun siiren savaslarin
getirdigi mali sikintilar gibi unsurlar, imparatorlugun ekonomik

gelisimini olumsuz yonde etkilemistir.

Osmanli ekonomik felsefesi, gliciin halkin refahiyla baglantili
oldugunu temel almaktadir. Devlet, bu refah1 saglama ve siirdiirme
misyonunu istlenerek giderek genisleyen bir Olcekte faaliyet
gostermistir. Ancak, 19. yilizyil sartlarinda bu hedefe ulagsma
stratejileri doniisiime ugramistir. Avrupa’nin ekonomik ve siyasi
giicliniin artis1, Osmanli ekonomisi {izerinde cifte etki yaratmistir.
Sanayilesme siireci, hammadde ve gida talebinde artisa neden
olurken, ayn1 zamanda Avrupa’nin mamul mallar1 i¢in yeni pazarlar
aramasma yol agmistir. Bu durum, Osmanli ekonomisinin
dinamiklerinde 6nemli degisikliklere neden olmustur (Quataert,
1973 :8).

2.2.1.0smanl’nin Geleneksel Ekonomik Sistemi

Osmanli Devleti’nin ana unsurlart ve yapisi, 19. ylizyillin
ortalaria kadar klasik donem olarak nitelendirilen bir donem i¢inde,
kokli ve etkili reformlardan yoksun kalmistir. Klasik Osmanh
sisteminde, ekonomik fonksiyonlar ve bunlar1 yoneten gorevli
uzmanlagmis organlarin belirgin olmadigini, devletin ekonomik
kararlarinin  karmagik bir yap1 iginde alindigini sdylemek
mimkiindiir. Geng (2002), Osmanli Devleti’nin ekonomik hayatla
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ilgili kararlarinda, 1500-1800 yillar1 arasinda etkili olarak goriilen ii¢
temel ilkenin; iase (provizyonizm), fiskalizm ve gelenekgilik ilkeleri
oldugunu belirtmektedir. (Geng, 2002: 43-45).°

Osmanli’nin genel olarak reform yapma kapasitesinin sinirl
olmasi ve mevcut ekonomik diizenin degismeden korunma ¢abasi,
yeniliklere agik bir devlet olmasin1 engellemistir. Otokratik yonetim
anlayis1 ve 6zel miilkiyete izin vermeyen yapisal ozellikleri, bir
burjuva smifinin olugmasini ve batinin merkantilist ekonomik
anlayisinin  benimsenmesini engellemistir. Girisimei  sinifin
olusmamasinin bir bagka nedeni, “ilm-i tedbir-i devlet” anlayisina
baglanmaktadir. Bu anlayista devlet, tiim ekonomik faaliyetlerin
merkezinde yer almaktadir. Devlet, ekonomiyi bireylerin kontroliine
birakmak istememekte ve sik1 denetim altinda tutmaktadir. Osmanli
anlayisina gore, ekonomik kontroliin bireylere birakilmasi,
ekonomik giice sahip bir siifin ortaya ¢ikmasina ve bu smifin
devleti tehdit etmesine yol acabilirdi. Bu sebeple, devlet
ekonomideki kurallar1 kendisi belirlemeyi tercih etmistir. Uretim

faktorleri lizerindeki siki kontrol, sermaye birikimini ve girisimciligi

> fase ilkesi iktisadi faaliyetlerin tiiketici agisindan degerlendirildigi ilkedir bu ilkeye gore
iktisadi faaliyetin amaci, insanlarin ihtiyacini karsilamaktir. Uretilen mal ve hizmetlerin
miimkiin oldugu kadar bol kaliteli ve ucuz olmasi yani piyasada mal arzinin miimkiin olan
en yiiksek diizeyde tutulmasi esas hedeftir bu ilke dis ticarette ihracati zorlastirici ve
kisitlayict ithalati ise kolaylastirict ve tesvik edici niteligi ile gliniimiiz himayeci iktisat
politikalarindan farkli bir yapiya sahiptir. Gelenekgilik, sosyal ve iktisadi iliskilerde
meydana gelen denge ve egilimleri miimkiin oldugunca korumay1 ve degismeye direng
gostermeyi amaglayan bir politikadir. Bu ilke cergevesinde, esnaf oOrgiitlerinin ve
isletmelerin sayisinin smirli tutulmas: ile tarimsal biiyiikligiin belirli bir diizeyde
korunmasi gibi dnlemler almaktadir. Bu politika, degisime kars1 direncin ve eski dengeye
donme egiliminin belirgin oldugu bir yaklagimi temsil etmektedir. Fiskalizm ilkesi, hazine
gelirlerini maksimum seviyeye ¢ikarmay1 ve diismesini engellemeyi amaglayan bir ilke
olarak, politik kararlar evresinde gelirleri artirirken harcamalari kismaya odaklanan bir
politika olmustur (Geng, 2002: 45-50)
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engellemis, dolayisiyla sanayilesme siirecine katki saglayacak
ekonomik dinamiklerin gelismesini baskilamistir (Dogru, 2008: 83,
Serim, 2012: 193). Osmanli toplumunda goriilen bu yapisal
ozellikler, dinin ve ataerkil zihniyetin etkisiyle daha da belirgin hale
gelmigtir. Osmanli yonetiminin mesruiyet aract olan din, tanri
merkezli bir hiyerarsi olusturmus, bu yap1 cemaatler ve etnik gruplar
arasindaki mesruiyeti sekillendirmek yoluyla yenilige kapali toplu
diizenine zemin hazirlamistir (Aytekin, 2013: 327).

Ulgener (2002: 364-365), Osmanli toplumunun ekonomik
diisiince yapisin1 kapitalizm Oncesi donemlere 6zgii niteliklerle,
Islam dininin etkisiyle agiklarken; Bati1’da ise Ronesans ve Reform
hareketlerinin  getirdigi rasyonalizmin Onemini vurgulayarak
aciklamaktadir. Osmanli imparatorlugu’nun islam dininin manevi
atmosferiyle sekillenen ekonomik diizeni, Islam hukuku ve yerel
gelenekler dogrultusunda toprak, para ve vergi politikalariyla
sekillenmistir. Osmanli Devleti’'nde kapitalizmin idealize -ettigi,
“kendi c¢ikarlarimi diigiinen insan modeli (homoeconomicus)’nin
tersine “ahlaki referanslara dayanan ve toplumun refahi ve yarari
onceligini benimseyen insan modeli” idealize edilmistir. Diger
yandan, inang¢ sisteminin etkisiyle, 1iyilikte yarisma ilkesi
cercevesinde birgok farkli kurum ortaya g¢ikmistir. Osmanli’nin
ekonomik zihniyetinin bir pargasi olarak vakiflar, iltizam sistemiyle
ayni donemde yayginlagsmistir. Bu kurumlar, toplumun her kesimine
soz hakki vermis, gliglii veya zayif olsun herkesin katkida
bulunmasina izin vermis ve smifsal ayriliklarin  ¢ikisini
engellemistir. Benzersiz bir ekonomik goriise sahip olan Osmanl
Devleti, klasik ekonomik prensipleri bu dogrultuda uygulayarak
ekonomi politikalarin1 belirlemistir (Sahin, 2015: 401, Nisanc1 &
Caylak, 2008: 6, Yagc1 & Giirsoy, 2019: 40-41). Bir diger bakis agis1
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olarak Marxist yaklasima gore, toplumlarin varliklar1 ve iiretim tarzi
ayni zamanda devletin zihniyet yapisini da sekillendirmistir (Marx,
1979: 25)® Bu dogrultuda, Osmanlmin zihniyet yapisinin ekonomik
kosullar ve iiretim tarziyla sekillendigi disiiniilebilir. Osmanh
yonetim ve zihniyetinde batinin ekonomik yaklagiminin ve istisnai
durumlar ” olsa da Merkantilizmin ilkelerinin tersi bir yonetim
anlayisinin hakimiyeti gériilmektedir. (Bulut, 2012: 67).

2.2.2.Tarim Merkezli Ekonomi Politikalar1

Osmanli Imparatorlugu’nun 18. ve 19. yiizyillarinda tarim
sektorili, temel ge¢im kaynagi olarak ekonominin bel kemigini
olusturmus ve kapsamli ekonomik politikalarla desteklenmistir.
Genis toprak arazisi ve Anadolu’da demiryollarinin insasi, 19.
yiizyilda Osmanli Devleti’nde tarimsal iiretimin artmasina zemin
hazirlamistir. Bu siire¢, Osmanli’nin “tarim toplumundan sanayi
toplumuna gegigi’nin bir parcast olarak degerlendirilmektedir.
Ancak, bu sanayilesme siireci tarimsal iiretim odakli bir gelisim
gostermis ve biiylik Olgiide ham maddelerin islenmesine yonelik
olmustur. “Uretim ve iiretim fazlasmm ticareti iizerindeki devlet
kontrolleri” ise Osmanli tarimimin gelisimini kisitlayan Onemli

faktorlerden biri olmustur. Tanzimat donemiyle birlikte, Osmanli

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Devleti piyasa odakli bir tarim ekonomisi olusturmak amaciyla
devlet tekellerini kaldirmais, ticaret iizerindeki kisitlamalar1 azaltmuis,
vergi muafiyetleri ve mali tesvikler sunarak yeni tarim
teknolojilerini ve pazar odakli iiretimi tesvik etmistir. Bu dogrultuda,
tarim politikalarii belirlemek ve yonetmek amaciyla bir tarim
biirokrasisi kurulmustur (Demirkan & Karaibrahimoglu, 2018: 861;
Kilingoglu, 2012: 26-27).

Osmanli Devleti, toprak miilkiyeti sistemini ve ekonomisini
Islam hukuku prensiplerine uygun olarak sekillendirmistir.
Imparatorlugun yiikselme déneminde tarimsal verimliligin temeli,
timar sistemi ile saglanmigtir. Osmanli’nin geleneksel timar sistemi
ve toprak miilkiyet yapisi, Bati’da Sanayi Devrimi’ni tetikleyen 6zel
miilkiyet ve sermaye birikimi siireclerinden farkli bir yap1
sunmustur. Timar sistemi, devletin tarimsal iiretim ve vergi
gelirlerini giivence altina alirken, bireylerin 6zel miilk edinme ve
sermaye birikimi olusturma imkanlarimi smirlamistir.  Batinin
kapitalist kalkinma modelinden farkl olarak, toprak sahipleri liretim
fazlasiin biiylik bir kismini kendilerinde toplayamadiklari igin
sanayilesme i¢in gerekli sermaye birikimini elde edememislerdir, bu
da Osmanli’da burjuva smifinin ortaya c¢ikmasini engellemistir.
Osmanli’da sanayi devrimi i¢in gerekli olan sermaye birikiminin
olusmamasi nedeniyle de sanayi toplumu olma yolundaki ¢abalar
yetersiz kalmistir (Bulut, 2012: 76; Dumrul & Dumrul, 2014: 160;
Karadag & Sit, 2016: 53-63).

2.2.3.Ticaret ve Sanayi Politikalar

Ozellikle ticaretle mesgul bir burjuva smifinin olusmamasina
ragmen, Osmanli Devleti’nde ticaret yine de 6nemli bir gelir kaynag:

olarak goriilmekteydi, ancak Avrupa’ya gore uygulamaya yonelik
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tutumlarin farkli oldugu goriilmektedir. Osmanli Devleti, 18. yiizyila
gelindiginde oOnceki yillar1 takip eden bir yonetim anlayisi ile
ekonomik faaliyetleri siki bir sekilde denetleyen ve yonlendiren bir
yaptya biiriinmiistiir. Osmanli Devleti’nin bu miidahaleci yaklagimi
ticari faaliyetlere olumsuz yansiyarak farkli yonlerden birtakim
hasarlar ® birakmis, Osmanli ekonomisini belirgin bir sekilde
olumsuz yonde etkilemistir (Quataert, 2003: 79-80). Ayrica,
piyasalarda fiyatlarin devlet tarafindan belirlenmesi olarak bilinen
narh uygulamasimin olmadig1 durumlarda bile, Osmanli esnaf
sistemi kendi i¢ginde sik1 bir denetim mekanizmasi kurmustur. Geng
(2014), esnafin birbirini dengeleyici mekanizmalarla piyasa kar
oranlarint sinirladigini ve bu durumun sermaye birikimini 6nemli
olgtide kisitladigint belirtmistir (Geng, 2014: 12-13). Diger yandan,
Osmanli ekonomik diisiincesine yerlesmis olan asir1 kar1 engelleyen
bu ticaret anlayisi, aslinda halkin refahin1 6nceliklendiren ve fiyat
dalgalanmalarindan etkilenmemesini hedefleyen bir yaklagimi
icermektedir (Batman & Geng, 2020: 74).

Osmanl1 Devleti ticaret tizerindeki bu denetimlerle iase ilkesi
geregi; lilke icinde mal arzini artirmak, kaliteyi yiikseltmek, fiyatlar
disiik tutmak amaciyla liretim ve ticaret lizerinde siki bir devlet
miidahalesi uygulamasini zorunlu kilmistir. Ancak bu ilke, birkag
ylizyil boyunca degismeden kalmis ve adeta gelenekg¢ilik ilkesini
dogurmustur. Fiskalizm ilkesi dogrultusunda, devletin gelir elde
etme amaciyla uluslararasi ticarete verdigi onem artmis; 6zellikle
kapitiilasyonlarla birlikte Avrupa’dan kithigr cekilen maddelerin

8 Devlet, saray mensuplarini, bagkentteki niifusu ve orduyu beslemek igin kent ve kirsal
alanlara miidahalede bulunarak piyasaya dogrudan etki ediyordu.

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ticareti ile dis ticaret tesvik edilmistir. Ancak, zamanla bu ilkelerin
olumsuz etkileri ortaya ¢ikmaya baglamistir. Verimlilik distkligi
ve ulasim yetersizligi gibi yapisal sorunlar, ticaretin gelisimini
engellemis, devletin siki miidahaleleri ise rekabeti zayiflatmistir
(Bozpinar, 2023: 618). 1861 yilinda imzalanan ticaret antlagsmasi, bu
durumun kademeli olarak degismeye bagladigin1 gdstermektedir. Bu
antlagsmayla birlikte ithal giimriiklerinin artirilmasi1 ve ihracat
guimriiklerinin azaltilmasi, ihracati tesvik eden yeni bir ticaret
politikasinin devreye girdigini gostermektedir. Ancak bu adimlar,
Osmanli’nin sanayi ve ticaret alaninda kokli bir doniisim
yaratamamis; ithal irlin rekabeti karsisinda zayif kalan yerli
iireticiler, 6zellikle 1855 sonrasinda fabrikalarin kapanmasiyla derin
bir daralma yasamislardir. Geleneksel esnaf sektorii de devletin
koruma saglamamasi nedeniyle benzer bir gerilemeyle karsi karsiya
kalmistir (Geng, 1999: 7).

Uygulanan ticari politikalarla Osmanli Imparatorlugu’nun
ticari yapisi, bilylik sermaye birikiminden ziyade kiiglik Olgekli
tiiccar ve esnaf etrafinda sekillenmistir. Kent ekonomisinin
belkemigini olusturan esnaf, ‘Ahilik’ sistemi ¢ergevesinde ahlaki ve
dini degerlere dayali bir organizasyonla birlesmistir (Gider, 2023:
1384). Dolayisiyla, Osmanli Devleti, Pamuk’un (1985) ifade ettigi
gibi “uluslararas ticarette kiiciik bir iilke olarak kabul edilebilir”
konuma gelmis ve Sanayi Devrimi’nin getirdigi yapisal degisimlere
ayak uyduramamistir (Pamuk, 1985: 27). Ozellikle ticaret ve sanayi
alanindaki yetersizlikler, Osmanli’'nin hammadde iireticisi bir
konuma gerilemesine neden olmus; bu durum, imparatorlugu
giderek bor¢lanma dongiisiine sokmustur. 19. yiizyilin sonlarina
gelindiginde borglarim1 6deyemez hale gelen Osmanli Devleti,
moratoryum (erteletim) ilan etmek zorunda kalmis ve ekonomik
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bagimsizhigini biiyiik 6l¢iide yitirmistir (Izol & Cingdz, 2020: 388).
Osmanli’nin ticarete dair yerlesik genel politikalar, ticareti tesvik
etmekten ¢ok yabanci unsurlari i¢ ticaretten uzak tutma kaygisiyla
sekillenmis olup, bu durum imparatorlugun ekonomik modernlesme
strecini daha da zorlastirmigtir. Nitekim, Lybyer (1915)
caligmasinda, Osmanli’nin yerlesmis ticari politikalarinin ticarete
kars1 diigmanca bir tutumdan ziyade, yabancilar1 kendi i¢
ticaretlerinden ve topraklarinda yapilan ticaretten uzak tutmaya
yonelik oldugundan ve bunun hakli nedeninin, kendi halkinin
oncelikli tutulmasindan kaynaklt oldugundan bahsetmektedir.
Ancak, tiim bu gelismeler, Osmanli’nin sanayilesme siirecinde etkin
bir rol oynayamamasina ve uluslararasi ticarette zayif kalmasina
neden olmustur (Lybyer, 1915: 581-582).

2.2.4.Uzun Siiren Savaslar ve Mali Sikintilar

Osmanli Imparatorlugu, isgiicii ve sermaye bakimimdan sinirlt
kaynaklara sahip ama toprak zenginligi ile O©ne c¢ikan bir
imparatorluktu. Neredeyse tiim halk, tarima dayali faaliyetlerle
gecimini saglamaktaydi. Osmanli, en 6nemli gelir kaynagi olan
tarim sektoriinii teknolojik ve yenilik¢i yatirimlarla desteklemek
yerine, fetih yoluyla kazanilacak yeni topraklardan elde edilecek
vergilerle giiglendirmeyi hedeflemistir. Ancak, 16. ylizyilin sonlar
ve 17. ylizyilin baslarinda bu strateji basarisizlikla sonuglanmaya
baglamig; Osmanli Devleti savas meydanlarindan bekledigi
basarilar1 elde edememis ve hatta yenilgilerle karsilasmaya
baslamistir (Sahin, 2019: 6; Demir, 2019: 220).

Bu donemde Osmanli Devleti, biiyiik toprak ve itibar
kayiplariyla karsi karsiya kalmistir. Donemin aydinlar, ozellikle

ordu ve donanma basta olmak tiizere devletin temel kurumlarinda
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kapsamli reformlar yapilmasi gerektigini savunmustur. Mantran
(1999), bu noktada, Osmanli’nin ekonomik bagimsizligini saglamak
icin reformlarin kaginilmaz oldugunu, ayrica yenilgilerin getirdigi
yeni diizene hazirliksiz olan halkin diisiince yapisinda da kokli
degisimlerin gerekli oldugunu ifade etmistir (Mantran, 1999: 327).

Geng (2002: 215-216), savaslarin ekonomik kaynaklar
tilkettigini ve ancak zaferle sonuglandiklarinda bu kayiplarin telafi
edilebilecegini, yenilgi durumunda ise daha biiylik kayiplar
yasanabilecegini vurgulamistir. Savas i¢in lretim yapan sektorler
genislerken, savas dis1 sektorlerde daralma yasandigini; devletin
savas ihtiyaclarini serbest piyasadan vergiler yoluyla karsiladiginda
ise refah kaybi1 olabilecegini ifade etmistir. Eger devlet, bu mallar
dogrudan vergilerle toplarsa, savas i¢in iiretim yapan sektorlerde
genisleme yerine daralma goriilebilecegini belirtmistir. Bu
baglamda, Osmanli Imparatorlugu, 16. yiizyilin sonlarma
gelindiginde hem i¢te hem de dista uzun ve zorlu miicadelelere
girismistir. Bu siirecler sonunda devletin 6nemli gelir kaynaklari
biliylik Olclide asinmis, 16. ve 18. yiizyillar arasinda savaslarin
finansmani i¢in hazine kaynaklar1 tiiketilmis ve i¢ bor¢lanmaya
gidilmistir  (Sanver & Alkan, 2021: 172-173). Osmanl
Imparatorlugu savaslardan kaybettiklerini gelirleriyle
karsilamayacak duruma geldiginde ise mali kriz patlak vermistir
(Ozveren, 2001: 3)

18. yiizy1l, Osmanli Imparatorlugu i¢in ekonomik ve mali
acidan biiyiik zorluklarin yasandigi bir donem olmustur. Savaglarin
artan mali yiikli, devlet hazinesinde onemli agiklarin olugsmasina
neden olmus, bu durum Osmanli yoneticilerini ek vergilere ve i¢
bor¢lanmaya yoneltmistir. Ozellikle 18. yiizyilin ikinci yarisinda

savunma savaglarinin agirlasan mali baskilari, Osmanli maliyesinin
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iizerinde daha biiylik bir ylik olusturmustur. Devlet, bu tabloyu
degistirmek amaciyla birtakim reformlara basvurmus; timar ve
zeametlerin mukataalastirilmas1®, malikanelesmenin durdurulmasi
ve ayanlarin kontrol ettigi kaynaklarin merkeze transfer edilmesi
gibi 6nlemler alinmigtir (Pamuk, 1985: 111-112). Bununla birlikte,
artan vergi yiikii ve yeni vergilerin konulmasi, imparatorlugun mali
yapisini 1iyilestirme cabalarinin bir pargasi olmustur. Ancak bu
reformlar, agir mali yiikler altinda gerceklesmis ve uygulamalarin
basarist sinirl kalmistir (Frangakis-Syrett, 1985: 49; Serim, 2012:
190).

19. yiizyila kadar Osmanli imparatorlugu’nun mali yapisi,
devletin merkezilesme c¢abalarina ve geleneksel ekonomik sistemin
zayiflamasina bagl olarak ciddi sikintilarla karsilasmistir. Ozellikle
devletin tasradaki gliciiniin zayiflamasi ve iase politikasinin
siirdiiriilemez hale gelmesi, ekonomik sikintilar1 derinlestirmistir
(Uzun, 2005: 233). Devletin bor¢glanma politikalar1 ise ekonomik
yapiy1 daha kirillgan hale getirmis, 19. ylizyilda artan bor¢lanmalar
ve mali baskilar Osmanli’nin i¢ kaynaklarini tiiketmistir (Pamuk,
1985: 112). Aym donemde, Osmanli’da gozlenen siyasal
modernlesme siireci de bu mali krizlere eslik etmistir. Devlet
merkezilesirken, geleneksel otorite kaynaklar1 zayiflamis ve
diinyevi, ulusal bir siyasal otorite 6n plana ¢ikmistir (Alkan, 2008:
10). Bu durum, mali yapmin reformlarla iyilestirilmeye
calisilmasina ragmen hem mali yapinin diizeltilmesinde hem de i¢sel

sorunlarin ¢oziimiinde yetersiz kalindigin1 ortaya koymustur.

% Devlete ait bir arazi veya gelirin bir bedel karsiliginda kiraya verilmesi veya gegici olarak
devredilmesi
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Osmanli Devleti, yukarida deginilen bir¢cok i¢sel nedenin
etkisiyle ekonomik anlamda gelisememis, hatta geri gitmistir. Diinya
ekonomisinde hizla yilikselen ve biliyiikk doniisiimlere yol agan
sanayilesme hamlesi, Osmanli Devleti’'nde varlik gosterememis ve
toplumsal yapida kalict bir degisim yaratamamistir. Ayrica,
toplumun egemen kesimlerinin iiretimi kiiciimsemesi ve teknik
egitimin gecikmesi gibi “zihniyet sorunlari” da sanayilesmeyi
geciktiren unsurlar arasinda 6nemli yer tutmustur (Toprak, 2000:
236-241). Bunlara ek olarak, Merkantilist diistincenin Osmanli’da
kok salmamasi, devletin merkezi biirokrasisinin ekonomik
politikalara yon vermesiyle ilgilidir (Pamuk, 2013: 30). Bu
baglamda, “Osmanli 'nin zihniyet yapisi”, igsel nedenlerin temelini

olusturmustur.

Wallerstein ~ (1989),  Avrupa  dinya ekonomisinin
genislemesiyle Osmanli Imparatorlugu gibi bélgelerin de kiiresel is
boliimiine dahil edildigini ¢alismasinda belirtmistir. Bu siireg,
Osmanli ekonomisinin digsal baskilarla kars1 karsiya kalmasina
neden olmugstur. Wallerstein’in ifadesiyle, 1733-1817 ddnemi
boyunca, Avrupa diinya ekonomisi yeni bolgeleri dahil etmeye
baslamis ve Osmanli Imparatorlugu da bu siirece dahil olmustur. Bu
baglamda, Osmanli sanayisizlesmesi yalnizca igsel nedenlerden
degil, aym1 zamanda Avrupa’nin genisleyen ekonomik
hegemonyasinin etkilerinden de nasibini almistir (Wallerstein, 1989:
120; Quataert, 1973: 8). Osmanli imparatorlugu’nun 18. ve 19.
yiizyillarda sanayisizlesmesinin igsel nedenlerini detaylandirirken,
bu dénemde yasanan kiiresel ekonomik dinamikleri de gbz 6niinde

bulundurmak 6nemlidir.
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Sonug¢

Sanayisizlesme kavramsal olarak, fabrikalarda veya kiigiik
sanayide imalatta iretimin ve faktor istihdammin kisitlanmasi
durumu olarak tanimlanmaktadir. Bu konuda Osmanli sanayisine
iliskin temel goriis, Avrupa’dan gelen sanayi mallarinin akininin
ardindan sektoriin istikrarli bir sekilde ¢Okmeye basladigi
yoniindedir. Bu c¢alismanin temel amaci, 18. yilizy1ll sonunda
Ingiltere’de  Sanayi Devrimi sonrast donemde, Osmanl
ekonomisinin  sanayilesme siirecinde geri kalmasinda yani
sanayisizlesme siirecinde 6n plana ¢ikan “ekonomik nedenler”i
ortaya koymak olsa da, beraberinde doneme 6zgii dissal ve Osmanli
devlet yapisina 6zgii i¢sel nedenler donemsel konjonktiirii biitiinsel

olarak ele almak i¢in ¢alismada yer almaktadir.

Osmanli Imparatorlugu’nun genislemesinin 16. yiizyilda
durma noktasina gelmesi devlet maliyesi iizerinde biiyilik bir yiik
yaratmistir. Devletin gelir krizini daha da derinlestiren 17. yiizyilda
ticaret yollarinin degisimi ile de Osmanli Devleti diinya ticaretindeki
onemini yitirmeye baslamistir. Osmanli Devleti’nde uzun savaslar
ve isyanlar sadece devlet gelirlerinin kaybina yol agmamis, ayni
zamanda iilkeyi calisabilir is giliciinden de etmistir. Tiim bu digsal
faktorlere ek olarak Osmanli Devleti’nin savasin degisen sartlarina
ayak uyduramamasi ile birlikte, Osmanh 6zellikle 19. yilizyilin ikinci
yarisinda Avrupa’daki savas tekniklerinin giderek daha karmasik
hale gelmesinin etkisi ile yeni ve daha maliyetli iletisim ve
silahlanma sekillerine duyulan ihtiya¢ sonrasi yabanci kaynaklara
daha da bagimli hale gelmistir. Bu siirece eklenen mali iflas, kamu
bor¢larinin artmasi ve sanayi devrimi girisiminin basarisizlikla
sonuclanmast durumu daha da agirlastiran etkenler olmustur.
Imparatorluk son donemlerinde ekonomik sistemini Avrupa
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standartlarina getirmeye ¢alismis olsa da 6zellikle Avrupa’da sosyal
alanda yaganan siireclerin cogunun Osmanli’da yasanmamis olmasi
sanayilesmeyi engelleyici sonuglar dogurmustur. Ayrica dine dayali
ve toplumsal kaynakli sanayilesme Oniindeki ekonomik engellerin
etkisine, savas ve bati emperyalizminin yaratti§i engellerin de
eklenmesi ile Osmanli’nin sanayilesme ¢ikmazi daha 1iyi
anlagilabilir. Osmanli Devleti’nin kurulusundan itibaren dinsel ve
toplumsal etkilerin, degisime direngli bir toplumsal ve ekonomik
diizen yaratilmasinda etkili oldugu sdylenebilir. Degisime direngli
yapt dinamikleri ile birlikte Avrupa’nin bilim ve teknolojisinin
gerisinde kalinmasi, askeri alanda basarisizliklar: tetiklemistir.
Sonu¢ olarak Osmanli Devleti 19. yiizyilda ekonomik bask1
altindaydi ve ticaret anlagmalari ile sanayilesen Avrupa’dan artan
kredi akist nedeniyle daha yiiksek bir bor¢la karsi karsiya gelmisti.
Bu kredi akis1 Osmanli Devleti agisindan 6zellikle son donemdeki
biitge agigin1 azaltmanin en kolay yoluydu. Bu amagla Avrupa’dan
alinan krediler, Osmanli Devleti’nin sanayilesme hem de bu yolla
ekonomik giicliniin korunmasi hedeflerini olumsuz etkilemistir.
Osmanl1 Devleti’nde giderek borglarin geri 6denebilmesi i¢in daha
fazla krediye ihtiya¢ duyulmus, bu da uzun vadede daha fazla borg
olusmasina neden olmustur. Askeri alandaki basarisizliklar bu
siirece eklendiginde, Avrupa’nin Osmanli iizerinde kurdugu baski
giderek artmis ve Osmanl’nin sanayilesme hedefinden

uzaklasmasina ve ekonomik ¢okiisiin hizlanmasina neden olmustur.

Osmanli Devleti’nin sanayilesememesi sadece ekonomik
nedenlerle sinirli kalmamis, ayn1 zamanda Osmanli’nin toplumsal ve
politik yapisinin modernlesmeye kars1 gosterdigi direng de dnemli
bir faktor olmustur. Geleneksel yapilar, bireysel sermaye birikimini
ve girisimciligi siirlamis; esnaf orglitleri gibi yapilar, ticaret ve
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sanayinin gelisimini engelleyici roller oynamistir. Avrupa’da
yasanan  ekonomik  doniisiimlerle uyum = saglanamamasi,
Osmanli’nin modern diinya ekonomisi i¢inde zayif bir konumda

kalmasina neden olmustur.

Insanligin var oldugu tarihten giiniimiize kadar ticaret, dnemli
parametreler arasinda yer almistir. Insanlar arasi etkilesimden dogan
ticaret kavrami, zaman igerisinde ihtiyaglarin daha da
belirginlesmesi ile bolgelerarasi etkilesimi hizlandirmistir. Tarih
boyunca ticaret yollar1 diinyanin ekonomik ve kiiltiirel manzarasinin
sekillenmesine katki vermistir. Bu itibarla ticaret yollarina hakim

olan devletlerin bulunduklar1 donemlere damga vuran siyasi ve

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askeri gilicler oldugu goriilmektedir. Bu yollarin getirdigi kazanimlar

iilkelerin ticaret yollarina olan 6nemini artirmistir.

Tarihte en eski ticaret yollaridan biri olan Ipek Yolu Cin’den
Avrupa’ya uzanan genis bir yelpazeye sahiptir. Tarihsel siire¢ i¢inde
bu ticaret yoluna sahip devletler ekonomik ve siyasi alanda getiriler
elde etmistir. 21. yiizyilda Pekin yonetimi, ipek Yolunu modern
sartlara gore yenileyerek diinya sahnesindeki yerini daha da
pekistirmeyi amaclamis ve 2013 yilinda gii¢lii sermayesi ile “Bir
Kusak Bir Yol” projesini tanitmigtir. Ancak bu proje kapsaminda
giizergah tilkelerine yiiksek miktarda verilen krediler “Bor¢ Tuzag1”
olarak elestiriye maruz kalmistir. (The Atlantic, 2021). Ayrica 2018
yilinda eski ABD bagkant Trump tarafindan “Haksiz ticaret
uygulamalar1” adi altinda Pekin yonetimine kars1 ticaret savaslari
baglamistir (The New York Times, 2018). Yasanan bu gelismeler
1s1g¢inda Cin’de yatirimi bulunan bir¢ok Batili sirket iiretim iistlerini
bagka iilkeye kaydirma arayisina girmistir (TRT Haber, 2022).

Cin’in olusturdugu stratejik ticaret politikas1 kiiresel mecrada
dikkat ¢ekse de Cin’e kars1 bolgesel giicler ve Batili devletler ¢esitli
onlemler almistir. Bu minvalde Cin’in diinyaya deklare ettigi “Bir
Kusak Bir Yol” projesine alternatif olarak Hindistan-Orta Dogu-
Avrupa Ekonomi Koridorunun (IMEC) gelistirilmistir. Planlanan
IMEC ekonomik koridoru ile bolgesel ekonomik entegrasyonun
saglanmas1 amaclanmig, ticaret ve enerji alaninda bir uzlasi
kurulmasina karar verilmistir. Hindistan bu yol ile bolgesel olarak
yasadig1 ticari sikintilar1 agarak hem mallarini batiya sevk edebilecek
hem de Cin’e kars1 rekabet edecek alternatif iilke olacaktir. Enerji
baglaminda ise hidrokarbon rezervine sahip olan Korfez ilkeleri
IMEC projesi ile Dogu-Bati arasinda enerji talebini

karsilayabilecektir. Dolayisiyla bu proje Avrupa’nin enerji arz
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cesitliligini artiracak ve Cin’e olan ticaret bagimliligin1 azaltacak
potansiyele sahiptir. Kiiresel Olgekte enerji ve ticaret yollar
acisindan Rusya’nin jeostratejik giicliniin azaltilmasi da olasi
secenekler arasindadir. Ayrica Oniimiizdeki yirmi yil icinde ABD
ekonomisini gegmesi beklenen Cin’deki iiretim sistemlerinin

Hindistan’a kaydirilmas: muhtemeldir.

Teorikte one siiriilen IMEC projesinin bolgesel bazi problemli
noktalar1 bulunmaktadir. Ticaret yollarinin gegis giizergahinda
bulunan Tiirkiye’nin IMEC rotasina dahil edilmemesi sonucunda
ulastirma maliyetleri artmakta ve tagimacilikta biiyiikk zaman kaybi1
yasanmaktadir. Gegmisten giiniimiize Israil’in IMEC rotasinda
bulunan Miisliiman iilkelerle yasadigi anlasmazliklar ve saldirgan
politikalart proje islevselliginin sorgulanmasina sebep olmaktadir.
Ek olarak Giiney Dogu Asya’da yasanan jeopolitik sorunlar
Hindistan’1 yakindan ilgilendirmekte ve sinir sorunlari iilkenin

uluslararas1 dengelerini bozabilmektedir.

Tarihsel diizlemde uluslararas: iliskilerden ziyade ulusal
cikarlarin 6n planda oldugu goz Oniine alindiginda pragmatik bir
bakis acisiyla Hindistan mallarinin Tiirkiye merkezli bir rotaya ikna
edilmesi IMEC’in akibeti agisindan onemli olabilir. Tiirkiye’nin
2023 yilinda One siirdiigii “Kalkinma Yolu Projesi” IMEC ile
birlestiginde Korfez hattinin maliyetleri  azalabilecek ve
tasimacilikta zaman tasarrufu da saglanabilecektir. Kalkinma
Yolunun IMEC’i tamamlamasi halinde Orta Dogu’daki istikrar
ortaminin iyilesmesine ve enerji arz giivenligine dogrudan katki
vermesi mantikli durmaktadir.

Calismada Cin’in “Bir Kusak Bir Yol” projesine alternatif
olma umuduyla diinya kamuoyuna sunulan IMEC projesi detayli
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sekilde incelenmistir. Jeopolitik perspektif ile hakimiyet teorileri
dikkate alinarak IMEC’in planlanan rotalar1 Bir Kusak Bir Yol ve
Kalkinma Yolu rotalari baz alinarak olumlu/olumsuz yo6nleri
karsilastirilmistir. Ayrica yasanan jeopolitik gelismeler hakkinda
olusacak  senaryolar  incelenerek  politika  Onerilerinde

bulunulmustur.

1. Jeopolitik: Kavramsal Cerceve

Devletlerin askeri, siyasi, ekonomik, cografi, sosyo-kiiltiirel
nitelikleri giicli olmasindaki 6nemli etkenlerdir. Bu o&zellikleri
dogrudan etkileyen ve One c¢ikan faktorlerin bagindaysa cografi
konum gelmektedir. Bulunduklari pozisyon, bir devletin gelecegini
sekillendiren stratejik unsurlarin basinda yer almaktadir (Dogan &
Dogan, 2022, s. 321). Jeopolitik etkiler agidan fiziki ve beseri
cografya, devlet politikalarini ve uluslararasi arenadaki yol haritasini
belirlemektedir.

Jeopolitik kelimesi Grekge’de yer anlamina gelen ‘“geo”
kelimesi ile sehir/kent manasia gelen “politikos” kavramindan
tiretilmistir (Tasdemirci, 1989, s. 25). Jeopolitik terimini ilk kez
kullanan Rudolf Kjellen ise cografi ve mekansal anlamda devlet
varliginin bilimsel olarak incelenmesi olarak ifade etmistir (Sezgin
& Yilmaz, 1965). Alman jeopolitik Karl Haushofer’e gore jepolitik;
fiziki ve beseri cografyanin ge¢misten giiniimiize yasanan gelismeler
dogrultusunda  devletin  bulundugu yerle olan iliskisine
denilmektedir (Weigert, 1942). Jeopolitik, diinya {izerinde
devletlerin sahip oldugu cografi 6zellikleri ile gelistirilen, ulusal ve
uluslararas1 stratejileri etkileyen kiiltiirel, askeri, politik, ticari
faktorlerin olusturacagi fayda ve zararlarin analiz edilmesini

saglayan bir alandir. (Dogan & Dogan, 2022).
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Ulkelerin sahip oldugu cografi ve jeopolitik konum kavramlari
benzerlik tasimamaktadir. Jeopolitik konum igine cografi konumu
alirken, cografi konum iilke simirlar1 sabit kaldig1 siirece
degismemektedir. Bu manada jeopolitigin degismeyen unsuru
cografi Ozelligidir. Degisen unsurlar ise askeri, siyasi, sosyo-
ekonomik niteliklerdir ve zaman etkileri bakimimndan da konum
potansiyelinin giincellenmesi olarak ifade edilir (Ilhan, 2021).

Tarihsel siirecten giiniimiize diinyada her yil artarak
gerceklesen askeri ve siyasi gerginliklerin tirmanmasi sonucu
jeopolitigi konu alan ¢esitli kuramlar gelistirilmistir. Bu teorilerden
en eski olani; iiretim kaynaklarinin karada oldugu varsayimi ile
Mackinder’in gelistirdigi Kara Hakimiyet teorisidir. Bu kuram,
Dogu Avrupa’ya hakim olan giicii kalpgah olarak isimlendirdigi,
Volga nehrinden Sibirya steplerine, oradan Iran-Afganistan hattina
kadar uzanan alana hakimiyet olacak giiciin ise diinyaya
hilkkmedecegi varsayimina dayanmaktadir (Erenel, 2021, s. 2).
Ayrica Asya, Avrupa ve Afrika ii¢ ayn kita olarak degil biitiinsel
olarak “Diinya Adas1” olarak ele alinmig ve bahsedilen adanin diinya
agirlik merkezi olacagi disliniilmistir (Mackinder, 1942). Bu
diisiince glinlimiizde “Avrasya’ya hakim olan diinyaya hakim olur”
diislincesinin temel dayanak noktasidir. Nicholas J. Spykman
tarafindan gelistirilen “Kenar Kusak” teorisi ise Kara Hakimiyet
kuramint revize etmistir. Mackinder’in teorisine gore, merkez
bolgelerin ¢evresini kontrol eden devletin Avrasya’ya, oray1 kontrol
edenin ise Diinya Adasi’na (Avrupa, Asya ve Afrika) egemen
olacagini belirtmistir (Sonmezoglu, 1989).

Hakimiyet teorileri arasinda onde gelen baska bir yaklasim
Ingiliz Amiral Alfred T. Mahan tarafindan gelistirilen Deniz

Hakimiyet Teorisidir. Mahan’in kuramina gore denizlere hakim olan
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diinyada egemen gii¢ olacaktir (ilhan, 1989). Ek olarak sanayi
devrimi sonrasinda tiretilen buharli gemilerin denizliciligi 6n plana
¢ikardigi bir yaklasimdir. Mahan, deniz havzalarini kitalari birbirine
baglayan vadiler olarak ele almakta ve bu vadilerin kontroliinii
saglayan 1ilkenin diinya ulasimim1i da kontrol edecegini
diistinmektedir. Kara kuvvetleri cografi olarak sinirl bir alana niifuz
edebilirken diinya imparatorluguna giden yolun denizlere bagh
olacagi savunulmaktadir (Ural, 2009, s. 133).

Italyan General Giulio Douchet (1896-1930), Amerikali
havacilar George T. Runner ve General William Mitchel (1879-
1936) tarafindan Hava Hakimiyet Teorisi gelistirilmistir. Ortaya
atilan bu kuramla havacilik sektoriinde meydana gelen atilimlar
Hava hakimiyet teorisinin gelismesine imkan tanimigtir (Ural, 2009,
s. 132). Seversky'e gore havacilik alanindaki gelismeler ile eski
jeopolitik kuramlar degerini yitirmis, ugak ve flize teknolojisindeki
ilerlemeler cografi mesafeler arasindaki farklari ortadan kaldirmugtir.
(Denk, 2000).

Jeopolitik olarak literatiire yerlesen kara, deniz ve hava
hakimiyet teorilerinde iilkelerin bolgesel/kiiresel gii¢ olma istekleri
yatmaktadir. Bu sebeple iilkelerin sadece ekonomik giicleri yeterli
olmamakta, tretilecek lriinlerin sunulacagi pazarlara ve stratejik
ticaret yollarina ihtiyact bulunmaktadir.

2. Diinya Ticaretine Acilan Yeni Yol: Hindistan-Orta Dogu-
Avrupa Ekonomi Koridoru (IMEC)

Tarihsel siirecte insanlar ve bolgeler arasinda ihtiyagtan dogan
ekonomi temelli iligkiler ticaret yollarmmin gelismesine olanak
saglamistir. Bu dogrultuda ¢ay yolu, ipek yolu, baharat yolu, kral
yolu gibi c¢esitli ticaret yollar1 zamanla ortaya ¢ikmis, bu yollar
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hakimiyet altinda tutan {ilkeler stratejik ve ekonomik olarak
giiclenerek uluslararasi konjonktiirde s6z sahibi olmustur (Kazanci
& Barun, 2023, s. 572). Cin’den Avrupa’ya uzanan Ipek Yolu ise
asirlardir bolgesel ve kiiresel giiclerin hakimiyet miicadelesine sahne
olmustur. Bu glizergah boyunca Cinliler, Mogollar, Tiirkler ve
Ruslar arasinda kontrolii ele gegiren devletler dnemli aktor haline
gelmigtir. Teknolojik iiretim kapasitesini arz fazlas1 ile 1iyi
degerlendiren Cin, Tarihi ipek Yolunu giincelleyerek “Bir Kusak Bir
Yol” projesini 6ne siirmektedir. Bu proje ile tarihi Ipek Yolunu
tekrardan canlandirarak Avrasya-Asya ve Pasifik-Asya koridorunu
ticaret yoluyla giiclendirmeyi amaglamaktadir (Kutluay Tutar &
Bahsi Koger, 2019).

Cesitli uzmanlar tarafindan yapilan degerlendirmelerde Cin’in
2027 yilinda ABD’yi gegcip diinyanin en biiyiikk ekonomisi olacagi
(Jim O'Neill, 2010) diisiintildiigiinde iki kiiresel gii¢ arasinda politik
catigmalarin artacagini sdylemek yanlis olmayacaktir. Dogal olarak
diinyanin en biiyiik ekonomik giicii olmay1 siirdiirmek isteyen ABD
ve Batili gelismis iilkeler tarafindan Bir Kusak Bir Yol projesine
ikame olacak yeni bir ticari yol fikri 6ne siirilmiistiir. Bu baglamda
Eylil 2023’te Hindistan’1n bagkenti Yeni Delhi’de gerceklesen G-
20 zirvesinde Amerika Birlesik Devletleri, Suudi Arabistan, italya,
Almanya, Fransa, Avrupa Komisyonu ve Birlesik Arap
Emirlikleri’nin liderleri diinya kamuoyuna Hindistan-Orta Dogu-
Avrupa Ekonomi Koridorunu (IMEC) diinya kamuoyu ile
paylasmislardir (Cafiero, 2023). Agiklanan bu koridor ile ticarete
konu mallarin; Mumbai merkezli olarak deniz yoluyla BAE’ye
(Dubai); oradan tren yolunu kullanarak sirasiyla Suudi Arabistan,
Kuveyt ve Israil’e uzanarak Hayfa limanina; buradan tekrar
gemilerle Yunanistan’in Pire limanina aktarilmasi diisiiniilmektedir.
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Yunanistan’a gelen sevkiyatin kara yoluyla Avrupa’ya aktarilmasi
sonucunda planlanan bu koridorun toplam uzunlugu 8166 km olarak
tahmin edilmektedir (Kaya, 2023).

Yukarida belirlenen kara giizergahinin demiryolu ile
birbirlerine baglanmalar1 temel amaclardan biridir. Ayrica bu
sekilde olusturulacak nakil hatti boyunca hidrojen ihracatini
saglamaya yonelik yeni enerji boru hatlari, elektrik ve dijital
baglantilar saglanmasi i¢in ¢ok yonlii alt yap: yatirimlar: yapilacagi
aciklanmistir (White House, 2023). Planlan bu gilizergihla temiz
enerji tedariki, projeye destek olan iilkelerde istihdamin artmasi ve
tiretim maliyetlerinde diisiislerin yasanmasi, dijital isbirliginin
saglanmast ve altyapr yatirnmlari ile Avrupa-Asya-Ortadogu
hattinda  yeni  ekonomik entegrasyonlart tesvik edecegi
diistiniilmektedir (Altun, 2023). ABD ise yapilacak olan ticaret
yoluna tam destek verecegini deklare etmekte (Alias, 2023) ve
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hayata gecirilecek bu projeyle son donemlerde yasanan Arap-Israil
normallesme politikalarinin tesvik edilmesi beklenmektedir. Eski
ABD baskani Donald Trump’in onciliigiinde 15 Eylil 2020°de
Israil, Birlesik Arap Emirlikleri (BAE) ve Bahreyn arasinda
gerceklesen Ibrahim antlasmalar bolgede normallesme adimlarin
destekleyen niteliktedir (White House, 2020). Ek olarak Hindistan
merkezli sirketin Israil Hayfa limanin1 satin almas1 IMEC projesine
verilen degeri goézler Oniine sererken Tel Aviv ve Yeni Delhi

arasindaki iligkinin yillar i¢erisinde devam edecegini gostermektedir
(Mehrotra, 2023).

Olusturulacak IMEC rotasi ile ticaretin Asya, Ortadogu ve
Avrupa hattina yogunlasmasi ve altyapr yatirnmlarmin bu alana
kaymasiyla tlkelerin bolgesel ve kiiresel Onemleri daha da
artacaktir. Son yillarda Orta Dogu devletleriyle olan iliskilerine
onem vermeye baglayan Pekin ve Tahran yonetimi ise (Euronews,
2023) ABD’ye karsit jeostratejik politikalar {iretmektedir.
Diistiniilen IMEC projesi ile ABD jeostratejik hakimiyetini
stirdiirmeyi amaglarken Orta Doguda etki alanin1 gelistirmek isteyen
Cin ve Iran’a kars1 giiclenecektir (Altun, 2023).

Ilerleyen zamanlarda IMEC’e baska iilkelerin dahil olmasi
muhtemel goriinmektedir. Asya Pasifik hattinda ABD’nin yakin
miittefikleri olan basta Japonya, Giliney Kore ve Tayvan’in eklenme
ithtimali bulunmaktadir. Son yillarda artan Cin Tayvan gerginligi goz
oniline alindiginda bolgede Cin’i sikistirmak isteyen Washington
yonetiminin bu kart1 kullanmas1 muhtemel durmaktadir. Teknoloji
devleri olan Japonya ve Giiney Kore’nin Batili iilkeler ile olan
ticarette bu hatt1 kullanmas1 IMEC projesinin bu bodlgeyi igerisine
alma ihtimalini dogurmaktadir.
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3. Asya-Ortadogu ve Avrupa Ucgeninde IMEC’in Jeostratejik
Onemi

Giderek artan diinya ekonomik hacmi ile “Bir Kusak Bir Yol”
projesi baglaminda Cin, yatinnm yaptig1 iilkelere kullandirdig:
kredilerle etki alanimi artirmaktadir. Pekin yOnetiminin agtig
kredilerin geri 6denmesi hususunda yasanan sikintilar bor¢ tuzagi
diisiincesini ortaya ¢ikarmaktadir. Bu dongiide Cin’in bor¢ tuzagini
kullanarak  iilkelerin  kaynaklarint  kontrol altina  aldig
diisiiniilmektedir (Wang, 2022). Yasanan gelismeler ve Asya
kitasinda artan Cin hakimiyetine karsi IMEC alternatif yonden
stratejik Oneme sahiptir. Amerika Birlesik Devletleri Cin’in
sagladig1 ekonomik ve siyasi yiikselisi baskilayarak son yillarda
Pekin ve Tahran yonetiminin Orta Dogu’daki genisleyen etkisini
frenlemeyi amaglamaktadir (Abudouh, 2023). Ayrica bu hamle Cin
ile rekabet halinde olan Hindistan ve bolge tilkelerine biiytik stratejik
kazanimlar vaat etmektedir. IMEC projesinin sa¢ ayaklarindan birini
olusturan Hindistan, yillardir sorun yasadigi ve yer yer sicak
catigsmalara sahne olan Kesmir sorunu hasebiyle bati komsusu
Pakistan ile sorunlar yasamaktadir (BBC News Tiirk¢e, 2019).
Gerek tarihsel kosullar gerek iki tlilke arasinda yasanan 6zel sorunlar
nedeniyle Yeni Delhi ve Islamabad yonetimleri sik sik kars1 karsiya
gelmektedir. Sinir komsulari ile yasanan bu tiir istikrarsizlik ortami
bolgesel ve kiiresel arenada Hindistan’1 yeni ticaret yollar1 aramaya
yoOneltmistir.

Kiiresel diinyada Birlesik Devletler ve Cin’den sonra diinyanin
en biiyiik enerji tiiketen iilkesi olan Hindistan’in 2030 yilina kadar
mevcut enerji ihtiyacinin %50 artmasi beklenmektedir. Bu durumda
Hindistan 2040 yilinda diinyada en cok enerji talep eden iilke
olacaktir (International Energy Agency, 2021). Mevcut IMEC
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giizergahinin Hindistan’dan Arap yarimadasina baglanmasi kritik
onem arz etmektedir. Projenin mevcut iiyeleri Suudi Arabistan ve
BAE’nin OPEC iiyesi olmas1 enerji perspektifinden Hindistan i¢in
kilit rol oynamaktadir (TURKDEGS, 2023). Kérfez petroliiniin ve
dogalgazinin tankerler ve LNG yatirimlariyla Hindistan’a taginmasi
artan enerji gereksinimi olan Yeni Delhi yonetimi i¢in can suyu
olacaktir. Son yillarda artan Hindistan-israil yakinlasmasi bu
projenin gergeklesmesi igin dikkate deger parametrelerden biridir
(Bayram, 2023).

24 Subat 2022 Rusya’nin Ukrayna’y1 isgal etmesiyle baslayan
Rusya-Ukrayna savasit basta Avrupa olmak iizere birgok diinya
devletinin enerji arz glivenligi agisindan sorunlar yasamasina sebep
olmustur (Kesici, 2022). Avrupa’nin enerjide Rusya’ya bagli olmasi
bu siire¢ icerisinde Avrupa Devletlerini bir¢ok arayisa sevk etmistir
(Inat, 2022). Boylece IMEC projesinin Kérfez ayagini olusturan
Suudi Arabistan ve BAE hem Avrupa hem Hindistan i¢in enerji
tedariginde alternatif durumdadir. Mevcut OPEC iiyesi olan Riyad
ve Abu Dabi yonetimlerinin petrol arzinda sergiledikleri 6nemli rolii
daha da artiracaklari ihtimaller arasindadir. Enerji cesitliligin
saglanmas1 ve diinyada yasanan politik kirilmalardan etkilenmeyi
minimize etmek isteyen Avrupa Birligi i¢in Korfez enerjisinin bu
sekilde kullanilacak olmasi 6nemlidir. Bu kapsamda IMEC projesi
alt yap1 yatirimlart ve demir yolu hattinin insasi i¢in uygun cografi
sartlara sahiptir. BAE ve Suudi Arabistan topraklarmin biiyilik
kisminin ¢ollerden olusmasi, atil kalan bu topraklar igin bir
degerlendirme firsati sunmaktadir. Bu durumda yatirim iistlenecek
firmalar i¢in fiziksel ve cografi sartlar major problemler
cikarmayacaktir. Ek olarak hidrojen taginmasi i¢in planlanan boru
hattinin ve internet alt yapisinin Abu Dabi ve Riyad yonetimi i¢in
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jeostratejik getiri saglamas1 muhtemeldir. Ayrica Korfez bolgesine
gerek Israil’in Hayfa Limanindan gerek BAE’den Jebel Ali
limanindan gelecek ticari ve enerji tandansh diisiik maliyetli mallar
bolgedeki ekonomik dongiiyli hizlandirabilir. Bu durum bolge
iilkelerde enflasyonu disiikk seviyelerde tutabilir. Gerek enerji
gerekse planlanan lojistik ve ticaret yoniinden yogunlugun Korfez
bolgesine kaymasi Suudi Arabistan ve BAE’ nin stratejik énemini
daha da arttirabilir.

Israil IMEC projesinin Arap yarmmadasindaki bir diger
ortagidir. Bu {lilke son yillarda kesfettigi biiyilkk dogalgaz
rezervleriyle bolgede var olan Onemini daha da artirmistir
(Independent Tiirkce, 2022). ABD’nin Orta Dogu politikalar1 goz
oniine alindiginda en énemli partneri olma &zelligini koruyan Israil,
Hindistan ile son donemlerde kurdugu yakin iligkiler (Chaudhuri,
2023) neticesinde projenin stratejik ortagi olma 06zelligini
korumaktadir. Dolayisiyla Hayfa Limanimin Dogu Akdeniz’e agilan
bir lokasyon olmasi ile proje icerisinde yapilacak demir yolu, optik
ve hidrojen vb. yatirimlarmin Israil’e baglanmasi ABD yonetiminin
politikalarini 6n plana ¢ikarmaktadir.

Son yillarda Arap diinyas: ile ABD onciiliiglinde normallesme
adimlar1 atan Tel Aviv yonetimi bu projeyle mevcut normallesme
adimlarim1  jeoekonomik ortakliga cevirebilme firsati1 elde
etmektedir. Lakin Israil’in saldirgan tutumu ile uluslararasi sorun
haline gelen Filistin topraklar1 projedeki Arap devletleriyle olan ikili
iliskilerin dalgali seyretmesine sebep olabilmektedir. Tarihte
yasanan Arap- Israil savaslart bu duruma kanit sunmaktadir. Bu
itibarla IMEC projesinin uluslararast ekonomi politiginde en zayif
ve giivensiz iilke Israil olarak goziikmektedir. Orta Dogu’da ceyrek

asirdir devam eden istikrarsizligin ve IMEC projesinde giiven
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ortaminin iyilestirilmesinde Israil’in barbar tutumu dikkatleri

iizerine ¢ekmektedir.

3.1. IMEC’in Yesil Hidrojen Sektoriindeki Potansiyeli

Hayata gecirilmesi planlanan IMEC ticaret yolunun enerji
sektoriinde bazi iiye iilkeleri ilgilendiren yesil hidrojen nakil
hatlarmin da insa edilecegi bildirilmektedir (Erin, 2023). Yesil
hidrojen ise tamamen yenilenebilir enerji kaynaklarindan elde
edilebilmektedir (International Renewable Energy Agency, 2020).
Fosil yakitlardan elde edilen hidrojende karbondioksit ortaya
cikarken yenilenebilir enerji kaynaklariyla iiretilen hidrojende ise
ortaya su c¢ikmakta ve havanin temizlenmesine de katkida
bulunmaktadir (World Bank Blogs, 2023). Kiiresel problem teskil
eden karbon saliniminin gelecegine bakildiginda yenilenebilir
enerjinin Oonemi artmaktadir. Dolayisiyla yesil hidrojene IMEC
projesinde yer verilmesi ile kiiresel 1sinma probleminin géz ardi
edilmedigi ayrica vurgulanmaktadir.

Yesil hidrojen, demir-¢elik, kimya ve tasimacilik gibi emisyon
salimiminin yiiksek oldugu sektorlerde karbonizasyonu saglamada
kayda deger alternatif olma Ozelligi barindirmaktadir. Diinya
genelinde yesil hidrojene yapilan yatirimlar 1.1 Milyar dolara
ulagirken bu rakamin %44°nii ABD %33 nii ise Asya pasifik bolgesi
tistlenmektedir (Cagatay, 2023). Kiiresel 1sinmanin giderek siddetini
artirdig1 bu déonemde tilkelerin karbon salinimini azaltmak i¢in attig1
adimlar 6nem arz etmektedir. Bu dogrultuda 2050 yilinda diinya
kiiresel enerji tiketiminin %12’lik kisminin yesil hidrojende
karsilanmasi beklenmektedir. Bu da enerji piyasalarinda yeni bir
rekabet ortaminin olusmasina sebep olacaktir. Cin’in emisyonsuz

enerjiye yonelik yesil hidrojen bazli 30’a yakin projesi
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bulunmaktadir. Almanya’nin agikladigi “Hidrojen Stratejisi” plan
dahilinde temiz hidrojen kapasitesinin artirilmasi hedeflemektedir.
Hindistan bagbakani Modi yesil hidrojenin 2047 yilinda kadar
Hindistan enerji bagimsizligi kapsaminda 6nemli bir yap1 tasi
oldugunu belirtmektedir (World Economic Forum, 2022).
Stirdiirtilebilirligi amaglayan yesil enerji sisteme basarili bir sekilde
entegre edilirse c¢evreyi korumayir amaglayan temel kalkinma
paradigmasi hayata gegirilebilir. IMEC ile enerji piyasasinda zaman
zaman ortaya ¢ikan arz-talep dengesizliginin iiye llkeler 6zelinde
minimize edilme sansi bulunmaktadir (Shahid, 2023). Ancak olumlu
yonlerine ragmen IMEC’in olar1 sorun alanlar1 projenin Oniinde
engel teskil etmektedir.

4. IMEC’in Islevsellestirilmesinde Olasi Sorun Alanlar

Asirlardir ticaret yollarinin 6nemini artiran belli bagh faktorler
bulunmaktadir. Bunlar {ilkelerin jeopolitik konumlari, gilizergahin
gectigi lilkelerin sahip olduklari enerji potansiyelleri ve rota boyunca
olusan istikrarli durumlari, giivenlik, lojistik altyapilar1 vb. unsurlar
mevcut ticaret yollarmin stratejik  konumlarmi daha da
giiclendirmektedir. Bu agidan bakildiginda IMEC yol haritasina gore
verimli ve etkin iglemesi i¢in kara ile denizyolunun kullanilmasi
zorunludur.

Deniz ticaretinde kullanilan biiyiik konteyner gemileri
(ULCV) yaklasik 20 bin ila 25 bin esdeger yirmi fit birim konteyner
(TEU) veya 10 bin es deger kirk fit konteyner (FEU) tasimaktadir.
Bir FEU konteyner uzunlugu 12,2 metre, bir TEU konteynerin
uzunlugu ise 6,1 metredir. Konteynerler her birinde 40 vagondan
olusan ve her vagonda 2 TEU tasiyan trenle bosaltilmak istenirse 250
trene ihtiya¢ olacaktir. Her trenin uzunlugu 580 metre olarak
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varsayilmaktadir (1 vagon= 13,7 metre x 40 vagon + 32 metrelik bir
lokomotif). Bu da her giin bir kanaldan 15 konteyner gemi, 22 dokme
yiik gemi, 8 araba gemisi 35 tanker ve 13 farkli tipte geminin
gecmesine denk gelmektedir. Ayrica Hindistan gemilerle Dubai’ye
bosaltilacak olan konteynerlerin tekrar Israil’in hayfa limanindan
deniz yoluna aktarilmasi goz oniline alindiginda yasanacak vakit
kaybinin yani sira ayrica iiriin nakliyesi i¢in insa edilecek olan korfez
hatti demir yolu yatirrmmmin 1500 km civarinda olmast
beklenmektedir. Demir yolu bakim maliyetleri, tren yakit ikmali,
aliacak tren ve vagon maliyetleri, hattin gececegi iilkeler arasinda
transit gecis licret anlagmalari, her iki limanin isletilmesi gibi mali
yiiklerde barindirmaktadir. Bu maliyetlere ek olarak da demiryolu
tasimaciliginin deniz yolu tasimaciligina gore yaklasik 3,5-4 kat
daha pahali oldugu gercegi goz ardi edilmemelidir (Kose, 2023).
IMEC’in hayata geg¢irilmesi 1i¢in yapilacak olan demiryolu
yatirimlari, Hindistan-Korfez ve Korfez-Avrupa hattinda 2 kere
deniz yolunun kullanilacak olmasi zaman kayb1 ve ciddi maliyet
yiikii olusturmaktadir. Bolgede ayrica Suudi Arabistan’la arasi
gergin olan Iran destekli Husiler’in varligi, Israil’le Hamas arasinda
yasanan gerginlikler, ticaret glizergah1 olan Dogu Akdeniz’in
Tiirkiye ve Yunanistan arasinda zaman zaman anlasmazliklara sebep
olmasi, Kibris’in statiisii bolge iilkeleri acgisindan soru isaretleri

barindirmaktadir.

Hindistan’in bulundugu cografi konum g6z 6niine alindiginda
ticari olarak baglanti agmazi oldugu bir gergektir (Shahid, 2023).
Bolgenin tarihi, siyasi ve kiiltiirel yapis1 bunu acik bir sekilde gozler
oniine sermektedir. Bastiat’in (1997) (Bastiat, 1997) belirttigi gibi
“Mallarin ge¢mesine izin verilmeyen swmrlardan asker geger”

ifadesi mevcut bolgenin sicak ¢atisma ortamina yatkinligini daha iyi
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vurgulamaktadir. Giiniimiiz diinyasinda yatirimin giivenli ve
istikrarlt yerlere gittigi bir gercektir. Bu bakimdan Hindistan’in
Pakistan’la yasadig1 sinir sorunu ve komsusu olan Afganistan’in
mevcut kaotik durumu Yeni Delhi yonetimini istedigi ekonomik
hedefe ulagsma konusunda baskilamaktadir. IMEC projesi basart ile
uygulandigi taktirde, bolgede yasanan tansiyonun diismesi kuvvetli
bir ihtimal olarak goriilmektedir. Ayrica Kaya’nin (2023) belirttigi
gibi yakin gelecekte Hindistan’in kiiresel gilic olma hedefi
bulunurken Cin’le rekabet Yeni Delhi yonetimi i¢in &nem arz
etmektedir (Kaya, 2023). Bat1 ve Cin gerginliginin dengelenmesi
acisindan IMEC projesi stratejik bir konumda yer almaktadir.
Avrupa’nin gli¢li iilkeleri jeoekonomik olarak Orta Dogu ile
iligskileri yeniden yapilandirirken IMEC bdlgesel ¢ekim alanini
genisletmektedir. Ozellikle IMEC’in 6zel sirketler tarafindan
finanse edilmesinin planlanmas1 serbest piyasa ekonomisinin
sartlarin1 6n plana ¢ikarmaktadir (Burton, 2023). Dolayisiyla Orta
Dogu’da giiven ortaminin insa edilmesi i¢in yalnizca IMEC {ilkeleri
degil, cevre iilkelerin istikrar saglamas1 gerekmektedir.

Korfez tilkelerinden basta Suudi Arabistan ve BAE’ nin Cin ile
iliskileri son zamanlarda derinlesmeye baslasa da planlanan projeyle
Pekin yonetiminin Orta Dogu’da arttirmak istedigi hakimiyet
alaniin daralma ihtimali bulunmaktadir (Mehrotra, 2023). Ancak
Cinli politika yapicilar stratejik adimlarini siirdiirmeye devam
etmektedir. Boylece IMEC projesinin deniz giizergahlarindan biri
olan Yunanistan’in Pire limanin1 2016 yilinda %67’lik idare hakkin1
Cin menseli COSCO Shipping Group satin almistir (Yeping, 2023).
IMEC projesinin hayata ge¢irilmesi dahilinde Atina yodnetiminin
Cin, Hindistan ve ABD yoOnetimlerinin arasinda politik olarak
sikisacagi anlamina gelmektedir. Ayrica Cin’in “Bir Kusak Bir Yol”
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projesinde yer alan giizergaha yatirimlar yillardir devam etmektedir.
Tarihsel perspektifte Ipek Yolunun canlandirilmasina dayanan bu
proje Pekin ydnetiminin finansman, yatirim ve tecriibbe hususunda
elini giiclendirmektedir. Ozellikle Cin’in kendi yiiriittiigii projeyi
devlet finansmantyla yapmasi projenin ahvali agisindan degerlidir.
Ote yandan IMEC projesinin 6zel sektdr yatirimlar araciligtyla
yapilacak olmasi bolgede gerceklesecek en ufak bir siyasi veya
askeri gerginlikte yavaslamasina sebep olabilir. Bu baglamda Israil-
Filistin sorunu ve Iran-Israil gerginlikleri projeye karsi sorun

alanlarini olusturmaktadir.

Yukarida bahsi gecen konulara yonelik bolgesel ve kiiresel
sorunlarin merkezinde olan Tiirkiye komsu {ilkelerle yasadigi
diplomatik krizler ve Dogu Akdeniz’de miinhasir ekonomik alan
¢ikmazi nedeniyle daima giindemde kalmaktadir. IMEC projesinden
saf dis1 tutulan Tiirkiye bu projeye kayitsiz kalmamus, jeostratejik ve
jeoekonomik konumunu kullanarak “Irak Kalkinma Yolu” projesini

One stirmustiir.

IMEC projesinin bolgesel ve kiiresel perspektifte sunacagi
potansiyel firsatlar bulunmasina ragmen analistlerin IMEC’e
yonelik verimlilik ve rasyonalite acisindan jeostratejik siipheleri de
bulunmaktadir. Bu minvalde Tirkiye, IMEC projesinin verimliligini
artiracak alternatiflere yonelmis ve yeni bir stratejik yol olan “Irak
Kalkinma Yolu” projesini 6ne siirmiistiir (Alain Tiirk, 2023).

5. IMEC’in Genisletilmesi: Irak Kalkinma Yolu Projesi

Tiirkiye ve Azerbaycan’in Pakistan’la olan miittefiklige varan
yakin iliskileri ve bu iilkelerin 2021 yilinda gerceklesen Ug
Kardesler Askeri Tatbikati, Hindistan’1 Pakistan’la olan sorunlari
hasebiyle rahatsiz etmistir. Hatta Azerbaycan’a karst Ermeni
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ordusuna silah tedarikini Yeni Delhi yOnetimi saglamistir
(Yalginkaya, 2023). Bu gelismeler 1s181nda Tiirkiye’nin gerek Bati
diinyasiyla yasadig1r sorunlu diplomatik iliskilerin varligi gerek
Pakistan’la olan yakin iliskiler diisiiniildiigiinde IMEC rotasina
Tiirkiye’nin dahil olmamas: disiindiiriiciidiir. Dolayisiyla Tiirk
politika yapicilart Kalkinma Yolu Projesini 6n plana ¢ikarmis ve
IMEC projesine yeni bir alternatif belirlemistir. Bu proje IMEC
rotasinin Kalkinma Yoluna revize edilmesiyle hem deniz yolunun
kisalmasina hem de Korfez yarimadasina sifirdan yapilacak yatirim

maliyetlerini diisiiriilmesine imkan tanimaktadir.

Planlanan giizergah cergevesinde, Orta Dogu’nun en biiyiik
liman1 olmasi beklenen Basra’nin Fava Limanma 1200 km
uzunlugunda demiryolu ve kara yolu yatirimi yapilmasi seklindedir
(Karaalp, 2023). Irak’in 6nemli sehirlerinden Divaniye, Necef,
Kerbela, Bagdat, Musul’a oradan da Tiirkiye’ye baglanacak hattin
Avrupa ulagmasi planlanmaktadir (TRT haber, 2023). Kalkinma
Yolu Projesi hem “Bir Kusak Bir Yol” hem de “IMEC” koridorunun
tamamlayicist konumundadir. Ayrica bolge iilkeleri olan Tiirkiye,
Katar ve BAE Basra lizerinden Tiirkiye uzanan gilizergaha yatirim
yapacaklarini taahhiit etmislerdir (Karatas, 2023).

IMEC’in Hindistan-BAE ve Israil-Avrupa arasi iki defa deniz
tagimaciliginin yapilacak olmasi zaman ve ticari maliyetler goz
online alindiginda rotanin BAE limanindan Basra’ya kaydirilip
oradan Kalkinma Yoluna baglanmasi daha kazanc¢li durmaktadir. Bu
itibarla ingas1 devam eden Fava Limani Irak’in agik denizlere agilan
ilk limani olacaktir. Yapilan c¢alismalarla limanin agrn yik
gemilerinin kullanimina elverigli hale getirilecektir. Boylece Basra
Korfezindeki ticari trafigin arttirilmasi hedeflenmektedir (Duman,
2023, s. 34). Fava limaninin, Siiveys Kanalindan daha derin insa
edilmesi halinde Kizildeniz’deki trafigin buraya kayacagi
hesaplanmaktadir (ORSAM, 2023). Kalkinma Yolu'nun Asya ve
Avrupa arasindaki ticareti artirarak, Cin'in Sangay limani ile
Hollanda'nin Rotterdam limani arasinda mal tagsima siiresinin otuz
li¢ ila on bes giin arasina diigiirmesi beklenmektedir (Hasan, 2024).
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Yasanan gelismeler hem daha giivenli hem zaman bakimindan
Siiveys kanalina gore daha kisa olan Kalkinma Yolu’nun 6nemini
artirmaktadir. Boylece Irak’in var olan uluslararasi konjonktiirde
bolgesel konumu giiclenmektedir (ORSAM, 2023). Ek olarak
Tiirkiye cografyasinin  asirlardir  jeoekonomik  konumunda
bulunmasi, ticaret yollarma koprii olmasi, enerji arz giizergahinda
giivenli bir rota olmast Ankara yoOnetimini stratejik konuma
getirmektedir. Ayrica 21. yilizyilda otoyol, koprii, demiryolu ve
liman altyapr yatirimlarinin artmast Tirk topraklarini giivenli ve
verimli bir rota oldugunu gostermektedir. Tiirkiye bu minvalde
Kalkinma Yolunun 6niinde engel olusturma ihtimali bulunan Irak’in
kuzeyinde kiimelenmis konumda olan PKK/PYD terdr oOrgiitliine
operasyon hazirliginda oldugunu agiklamistir (BBC Tiirkge, 2024).
Bu dogrultuda yapilacak olan askeri harekatla Kalkinma Yolunun
rotast daha giivenilir hale getirilecektir. Saglanan emniyet ortamiyla
Tiirkiye-Irak smirmna Ovakdy siur kapisinin agilmasi da planlar
arasinda bulunmaktadir. Yapilan hamleler Tiirkiye’nin projenin
gelecegi icin ne kadar 6nemli oldugunu gozler dniine sermektedir. 2.
Karabag Savasi sonucunda Zengezur koridorunun agilmasina karar
verilmesi ile Tiirkiye’nin jeopolitik/jeoekonomik 6nemi artacak olup
Kusak Yol projesinin ulagim maliyetlerini ve zaman tasarrufunu
azaltarak ticari verimliligi artiracaktir. Bu baglamda Tiirkiye,
Kalkinma Yolu projesinin hayata gegirilmesi ile Dogu-Bat1 arasinda
bolgesel/kiiresel transfer merkezi haline gelecektir.

Kalkinma yolunun kara hakimiyeti agisindan avantajli yonleri
bulunmasina ragmen riskli yonleri de mevcuttur. Bunlardan ilki
Yemende bulunan Husi varligi, Israil’in Filistin’le baslayan
catigmalarindan sonra uluslararas1 ticaret igin biyik risk
olusturmaktadir. Husiler Kizildeniz’den Siiveys Kanalina giden
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cogu ticaret gemisine saldiri diizenlemistir. Dolayisiyla yasanan
saldir1 sonucu Birlesik Devletler onciiliigiinde Uluslararast Deniz
koalisyonu kurularak deniz ticaretinde giivenligin saglanmasi
amaglanmistir (Reuters, 2023). Jeopolitik risklerden ikincisi yakin
geemiste, Orta Dogu’da ¢ikan 1. ve 2. Korfez Savaslari, 2000 yilinda
ABD’nin Irak’1 iggali gibi politik gelismelerdir (BBC News Tiirkge,
2023). Ugiinciisii ise Cin tarafindan Merkezi Asya iilkelerine yapilan
yatirimlar ile olusturdugu stratejik adimlar, Rusya-Ukrayna Savasi,
Israil Barbarligmin Orta Dogu’da savas riskini artirmasi, Taliban
yonetiminin bdlgesel politikalarda istikrarsizligi Kalkinma Yolu
projesinin jeopolitik handikaplaridir. Gergeklesen bu olaylar Irak’in
siyasi yapisini istikrarsizlastirmistir. Ulke son 20 yildir ayaklanan
azinliklar, Sii niifustan dolayr Iran etkisi, ¢esitli terdr orgiitii
yapilanmalar1  gibi  kaotik  durumlar Irak  cografyasini
giivensizlestirmektedir. Yasanan olumsuzluklara karsin Irak,
Kalkinma Yolu projesi bu dogrultuda agilacak yeni ticaret yolu ile
petrol kaynaklar1 bakimindan zengin olan Irak ekonomik kazanimlar
elde edebilecektir.

Irak petrollerinin %45’lik kisminin alicis1 olan Cin’in
Kalkinma Yoluna sicak bakacagi diistintilmektedir (Duman, 2023, s.
34). Ekonomisi yiiksek oranda petrole bagli olan Irak igin kendisine
yeni gelir kapilar1 olusturma cabasi i¢indedir. Bu amagla Kalkinma
Yolu Irak i¢in stratejik onem ifade etmektedir. Projenin hayata
gecirilmesiyle yillik 4 milyar dolar gelir edilecegi hesaplanirken
sanayi, istihdam gibi alanlarda uzun vadeli ekonomik getirisi daha
yiiksek olacagi diisiiniilmektedir. Kalkinma Yolunun, Kusak Yol ve
IMEC’e kiyasla daha lokal olmasi bolge iilkelerin kalkinmasina
katki saglayacaktir (Karatas, 2023).
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Kalkinma Yolu Cin’in Kusak Yol projesine de tamamlayici
firsatlar sunmaktadir. Pekin yOnetiminin jeostratejik mevcut etki
alanim1 genisletmek icin ¢esitli girisimlerde bulunmasi ABD’nin
Orta Dogu politikalarinda degisiklige gitmesine sebep olabilir. ABD
mevcut planlanan Kalkinma Yolu hamlesini Cin’e kaptirmayarak
destek verdigi takdirde bolgenin istikrasiz yapisinin diizelmesine
katkida bulunarak Orta Dogu’daki kara hakimiyet alanim
koruyabilir. Ayrica bolgedeki ABD-iran arasindaki gergin iliskiler
Kazan-Kazan politikasi ¢cergevesinde Kalkinma Yolu projesi ile yeni

diyalog kanallarinin kurulmasina yardimci olabilir.

Sonug¢

Tarihsel perspektifte devletlerarasi etkilesim baz alindiginda
ticaret kavrami dnemli parametrelerin basinda gelmektedir. Insanlar
aras1 etkilesimin 6zelden genele dogru biiylimesi bolgeler arasi
iletisiminde hizla biiylimesine olanak saglayarak ticaretin bir
kompleks halinde biiyltimesine vesile olmustur. Bu baglamda
bliyliyen ticaret olgusu bolgeler arasinda ticaret yollarinin
gelismesine olanak saglamistir. Gelisen ticari hacimler, bu yollardan
elde edilen gelirlerin 6nemli Ol¢lide artmasina sebebiyet vermistir.
Bu sebeple ticaret yolunu elinde bulunduran giice gerek siyasi gerek
ekonomik bir¢ok alanda stratejik katki sunmustur.

Ticaret kavramina uluslararasi jeopolitik agidan bakildiginda
kara hakimiyet teorisi tagimacilik hizi bakimindan deniz
hakimiyetine gore On plandadir. Maliyet agisindan ise deniz
hakimiyet teorisi 6ne c¢ikmaktadir. Tasimacilikta kara ve deniz
yollarinin birlikte kullanilmas1 c¢alismadan anlasilacag1 iizere
tasimacilik siiresini uzatabilmektedir. Hava hakimiyet teorisi ise

ticaretin gergeklestigi bolgelerde yalnizca giivenlik amaci ile
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giinimiizde kullanilabilmektedir. Bu durumun temel sebebi
tasimacilik maliyetlerinin yiiksek olmasi1 hava yollarinin ticari
faaliyetlerde kullanilmasii kisitlamaktadir. Dolayisiyla IMEC ve
Kalkinma Yolu projeleri kara ve deniz yollarint ilgilendiren
jeopolitik konular1 kapsamina almaktadir.

Uluslararasi ticarette Kara hakimiyet teorisi tagimacilik hizi
bakimindan deniz hakimiyetine gore daha avantajlidir. Maliyet
acisindan ise deniz hakimiyet teorisi 6ne ¢ikmaktadir. Tasimacilikta
kara ve deniz yollarmin birlikte kullanilmasi tasimacilik stiresini
uzatabilmektedir. Bu durum ayr1 bir handikap tasimaktadir. Hava
hakimiyet teorisi projelerin gerceklestigi bolgelerde giivenlik amaci
ile gecerlidir.

kompleks halinde biiyiimesine vesile olmustur.

Bu baglamda biiyliyen ticaret olgusu bolgeler arasinda ticaret
yollarinin gelismesine olanak saglamistir. Gelisen ticari hacimler bu
yollardan elde edilen gelirlerin 6nemli dlgiide artmasina sebebiyet
vermistir. Bu sebeple ticaret yolunu elinde bulunduran giice gerek
siyasi gerek ekonomik bircok alanda stratejik katki sunmustur.

Cin’in gegmiste Ipek Yolu adi altinda faaliyet yiiriittiigii ticaret
yolunu giiniimiiz sartlarina revize ederek “Kusak ve Yol” ismiyle
diinya ticaretinde mevcut korudugu yerini muhafaza ederek bu
giizergah hattina c¢esitli yatirnmlarda bulunmustur. Bu sekilde

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Ipek Yolu'nun tarihte sagladigi avantajin bir benzerini 21.yy
diinyasinda elde etmeye c¢alistig1 goriilmektedir.

Diinya ekonomisinin gelecegi hakkinda yapilan analizlerde
Cin ekonomisinin ABD ekonomisini gececegi varsayilmaktadir.
Ayrica Pekin yonetiminin bu tahmini gercege doniistiirmek icin
attig1 adimlar basta ABD ve Bati1 diinyas1 tarafindan rahatsizlikla
karsilanmis ve bu tilkeleri yeni arayiglara itmistir. Bu baglamda G20
zirvesinde Hindistan merkezli Hindistan-Orta Dogu-Avrupa
Ekonomik Koridoru (IMEC) diinya kamuoyuyla paylasilmistir.

Hindistan’dan deniz yoluyla korfez yarimadasina baglanacak olan
Asya-Kérfez hattinin buradan demir yollartyla Israil’in Hayfa
limanina oradan tekrar deniz yoluyla Yunanistan’in Pire limanina
sevk edilerek Avrupa dagitilmasi planlanmaktadir. Bdylece
Hindistan mallarinin Korfez ve Avrupa’ya tedariki saglanarak yeni
bir pazar imkani yaratilirken Hindistan’in komsu iilkeleriyle tarihsel
baglamda yasadigi sorunlarin mevcut ekonomik imkanlarinin
kisitlanmasinin 6nii agilacaktir. Avrupa’nin ihtiyag duydugu enerji
ithtiyacina korfez hatti sayesinde arz cesitliligine gidecektir. Bu

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Turkish-Algerian relations have experienced significant
growth in recent years, marked by strong political alignment on key
regional issues and a rapid expansion of bilateral interactions,
particularly in the economic sphere. Both nations are actively
working to establish bilateral and joint economic ventures across the
African continent.

Politically, since President Abdelmadjid Tebboune assumed
office in Algeria, his administration has adopted positions that align
closely with Turkish perspectives on several fronts, including the
military and political situation in Libya and recent developments in
Tunisia. Additionally, both countries share traditional stances on the
Palestinian issue and oppose lIsrael's efforts to gain influence in
Africa through the African Union.

A notable point of convergence between Turkey and Algeria
is their shared contention with France over various issues, including
military missions and French military presence along the African
coast and the continent at large. Both nations seek to enhance their
political and economic influence in Africa, aiming to reduce French
dominance. This objective aligns with Turkey's already strong
presence in many African regions. Cooperation between Turkey and
Algeria would significantly bolster their efforts in this regard.

Economically, Turkey is the largest foreign investor in
Algeria, with investments valued at approximately $5 billion and
bilateral trade amounting to around $4 billion. In the energy sector,
Turkey is increasingly reliant on Algerian gas and is collaborating
with Algerian energy companies on various projects within Turkey.
Recent agreements have also been reached in the fields of maritime
navigation and port development.
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The existing relations between Turkey and Algeria are
mutually beneficial. For Turkey, Algeria serves as a gateway to
strengthening ties with other African nations, while from Algeria's
perspective, collaboration with Turkey offers significant strategic
advantages.On the profitable side, Tiirkiye is the largest country that
has leaguers in Algeria with a value of closely$ 5 billion, and
between the two nations a measure of trade trade amounting to
closely$ 4 billion. In the field of dynamism with Algeria, through
adding reliance on Algerian gas and cooperation with Algerian
dynamism companies in encouraging systems on Turkish soil, in
extension to recent agreements in the field of developing
navigational exhilaration and anchorages.

Algeria has veritably important eventuality in North Africa,
through its geopolitics and its mortal and concrete substance. It's also
the third richest country in Africa in tours of oil painting reserves
after Libya and Nigeria, as well as having the loftiest natural gas
reserves after Nigeria.

In fact, the
growing conflicts and the emergence of terrorist groups as a result
of the administration vacuum in Libya have not only weakened the
climate of trust and stability in the country, but have also come a
serious trouble to the movie of bordering countries.

The close relationship between the group's
line, Mokhtar Belmokhtar, and Al- Qaeda in the Islamic Maghreb (

Algeria. As a result, the situation on the western and southern
boundaries of the country has urged Algeria to boost rim control
measures and martial spending. Algeria is spoke to have spent
further than 500 million bones to help unlawful immigration and
terrorist conditioning on the Libyan rim (Polat, 2020) After meeting
with Prime Minister of the Government of National Accord (GNA),
Fayez al- Serraj, in January 2020, Algerian President Abdelmadjid
Tebboune declared any rush on the capital Tripoli a" red line™" for
Algeria. This note is a direct communication to Khalifa Hafter, who
tried to capture the Libyan capital from the GNA. also, the mind of
the bloody civil war of the 1990s highlights Algeria's formerly
politically fragile public screen enterprises.

November 2019, against mortal rights abuses and violations of
transnational law by the Greek Government in Southern Cyprus(
GASC) and Greece in the Eastern Mediterranean came out on top.
Since also, the Turkish government has handed military and
logistical support to Tripoli, which is under adding attack and the
achievement plot by Khalifa Haftar, to maintain the licit government
in place. and to cover its interests in the East., which he addressed as
a matter of public security (Cetin, 2020).

Also, Algeria neared Haftar with dubitation and perturbation,
whom it considered the main malefactor of mortal damage and
internal division until October 23, 2020, when the armistice
consensus passed the end of the time. War is inked. In fact, in the
eyes of Algeria, Haftar has turned bordering Libya into a region of

insecurity and rich ground following the Algerian rim conflicts and
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the internal bouleversement it has caused. In extension, the
involvement ofextra-regional impersonators similar as the United
Arab Emirates, Russia and France in the Libya extremity through
Haftar is another conclusion that worries Algerian policymakers.

3. The Turkish-French Conflict over Algeria

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France and Tiirkiye. The Turks may have achieved excellence in this
aspect over the French, especially since they penetrated into a
political clash with Algeria more than formerly. These pressures
redounded in Algeria barring French martial aircraft from crossing
the airspace towards the African depth, before dealings with Paris
returned to improvement (Abdeen , 2022).

In light of the foregoing, the excrescency of Algeria's growing
dealings with Tiirkiye will remain to rotate around the crossroad of
the interests of the two nations from the profitable, political and
literal aspects, and their habitual differences with France.

4. Tiirkiye-Algerian Cooperation Prospects for the Unborn

Tiirkiye pays special concentration to the frugality for Algeria
as portion of its Africa procedure and it continues to be one of the
rising dominions in North Africa thanks to its natural coffers and
demographics. authority.

Egypt maintains relatively stable military spending,
fluctuating slightly around the $4,000 million mark.
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Morocco shows a gradual increase, stabilizing around $3,000
million from 2012 onwards.

Tunisia and Mauritania have significantly lower military
expenditures compared to the other three countries, with Tunisia
seeing a slight increase over the period, while Mauritania remains
almost constant at a minimal level.

4.1.1. Country-Specific Analysis:

Algeria: Algeria’s military spending peaked around 2014-
2016, reaching nearly $10,500 million, reflecting significant
investment in defense. This trend aligns with Algeria's regional
security concerns, including terrorism, and its desire to maintain a
robust military presence in North Africa.

Egypt: Egypt's military expenditure remains steady, around
$4,000 million. This stability could be attributed to Egypt’s ongoing
internal and regional security challenges, including the situation in
the Sinai Peninsula and the broader Middle East.

Morocco: Morocco's gradual increase in military spending,
stabilizing around $3,000 million, indicates a steady investment in
defense, possibly influenced by regional dynamics and the long-
standing Western Sahara conflict.

Tunisia: Tunisia exhibits a slight increase from around $400
million to approximately $700 million, possibly in response to
internal security challenges post-Arab Spring and regional
instability.

Mauritania: Mauritania maintains the lowest military
expenditure, consistently under $200 million, reflecting its limited
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defense budget and different security priorities compared to its North
African neighbors.

4.1.2. Regional Context and Implications:

The significant military expenditure by Algeria highlights its
role as a key military power in North Africa, reflecting its strategic
priorities and regional security concerns.

The relatively stable expenditures by Egypt and Morocco
suggest a consistent approach to defense spending, balancing
regional threats and internal security needs.

The lower expenditures by Tunisia and Mauritania underscore
their different security and economic capabilities, with less emphasis
on military spending compared to Algeria, Egypt, and Morocco on
land (SIPRI, 2020). Appearing at the manners of munitions in
Algeria's arms import data, it can be discerned that aircraft, warships,
armored instruments and dumdums have a voluminous measure.
Faced with Morocco's growing arms sweats, Algeria significances
more munitions for public screen reasons and pays personal
concentration to readying its army with ultramodern munitions.

China follows with $882 million, then Germany with $715
million, Italy with $395 million, France with $208 million, the
United Kingdom with $165 million, and lastly, the United States
with $49 million.
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Country-Specific Analysis:

Russia: The overwhelming volume of Russian military exports
to Algeria underscores the strong defense partnership between the
two countries. Russia's extensive military exports to Algeria likely
include advanced weaponry, aircraft, and other military equipment,
reflecting a deep-rooted and strategic alliance.

China: China's significant exports, second only to Russia,
indicate a growing defense relationship with Algeria. This
partnership is part of China’s broader strategy to expand its influence
in Africa through defense and economic engagements.

Germany: Germany's notable military exports to Algeria
suggest a robust trade relationship, likely involving advanced
technology and defense systems. Germany’s defense industry is
known for its high-quality engineering and technology, which are in
demand globally.

Italy: Italy’s military exports are also considerable, reflecting
bilateral defense cooperation. Italian exports may include naval
vessels, armored vehicles, and other defense technology, showcasing
Italy’s capability in these areas.

France: Despite historical ties and geographical proximity,
France's military exports to Algeria are relatively lower. This may
be due to political dynamics, historical tensions, or competition from
other suppliers.

United Kingdom: The UK’s military exports, while lower than
other major European exporters, indicate a presence in Algeria’s
defense market, potentially focusing on specialized military
technology and equipment.
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United States: The minimal level of US military exports to
Algeria, at $49 million, suggests limited defense trade between the
two countries. This could be due to geopolitical factors, Algeria’s
preference for non-Western suppliers, or US export control
regulations.
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At this point, it's essential for Algeria to expand its storage,
especially in tenures of drones, which are a game changer on modern
battlefields and will be of great significance. for the public movie of
Algeria. Tiirkiye has made significant process in this area of
technology in recent moments and could be one of Algeria’'s implicit
suppliers. As in the case of similar Turkish trade with other friendly
countries, Ankara is said to be pleased to transfer technology to
Algeria so that the barrel in the future develop its own air security
systems.
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Algeria valuations not only shield, but also a dynamic
manpower and an active army. In this environment, the Algerian
army, after restructuring its special manpowers in 2015, organized
and supervised training in nations similar as Russia, Germany and
Tirkiye within the frame of martial cooperation agreements. The
martial training cooperation consensus between Tiirkiye and
Algeria, established in 2003 and inked in 2009, covers effects similar
as bobby training, common exercises and intelligence trade (Resmi
Gazete, 2009) between the two countries.

A Comparative Analysis of Islamic Economic
Principles And Free Market Economics: Exploring
Similarities And Differences

1.Introduction

The free market economy and the Islamic economy are two
distinct concepts that underpin contemporary economic governance.
The correlation between these two methodologies has garnered
significant attention and discourse within academic circles as well as
in practical applications. The Islamic economy is a socio-economic
framework rooted in the principles of Islam, encompassing concepts
such as equity, social welfare, poverty alleviation, and ethical values.
In contrast, the free market economy, characterized by competition,
private property rights, and market dynamics driven by self-interest,
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does not align with the principles of the Islamic economy. Hence,
one might posit that achieving a harmonious coexistence between
the Islamic economy and the free market economy is imperative for
the advancement of world welfare. This economic framework
advocates for the enhancement of human autonomy and the
stimulation of inventive thinking, while striving for the optimal
distribution of resources. Consequently, free market economies
typically engender economic expansion and heightened affluence.

Conversely, Islamic economics is founded upon the principles
and teachings of Islam, hence establishing a framework for
economic endeavors that is deeply rooted in moral and social values.
Islamic beliefs, such as the promotion of justice, equality, and the
safeguarding of the economically disadvantaged, exert a significant
impact on the process of making economic decisions. Islamic
economics advocates for the adherence to ethical principles. The
examination of the relationship between these two economic systems
should be approached from multiple perspectives. The present
analysis aims to evaluate the parallels and contrasts that exist
between the fundamental concepts and aspects of a free market
economy and the teachings of Islamic economics. As an illustration,
the free market economy is characterized by the encouragement of
competition, whereas Islamic economics places emphasis on
equitable competition and safeguarding consumer rights.
Furthermore, how can the complaints pertaining to wealth inequality
and speculative activity in the context of free market economics be
reconciled with the principles of Islamic economics?

The interplay between Islamic economics and free market
economics poses considerable obstacles for economic policy

formulation and execution inside the Islamic world and beyond. The
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endeavor to foster economic development and social welfare in
Muslim-majority countries is a complex task due to the challenge of
reconciling the ideas of Islamic economics with those of the free
market economy. Consequently, the correlation between the free
market economy and the Islamic economy is intricate and diverse.
Gaining a comprehensive understanding of the compatibilities and
conflicts that arise between these two systems holds significant
importance within the realms of academia and policy analysis.
Enhancing comprehension of this correlation might provide insights
into economic policy endeavors aimed at achieving a harmonious
equilibrium between the objectives of fostering economic growth
and upholding principles of social fairness. Furthermore, it provides
a significant viewpoint regarding the coexistence and collaboration
of diverse economic approaches within a worldwide context. Hence,
it is of utmost economic and social significance to conduct a
comprehensive analysis of the ramifications of the free market
economy on the Islamic economy.

2. Private property and ownership

In economies based on a free market, production results from
the interaction of millions of individuals and businesses. When you
purchase a car, for instance, you are purchasing the products of a car
dealer, car manufacturer, steel company, iron ore mining company,
etc. This division of production among numerous companies ensures
that production factors are utilized as efficiently as feasible. To
accomplish this, the economy must coordinate transactions between
these businesses and between businesses and consumers. Market
prices facilitate coordination in market economies. The invisible
hand of the market balances supply and demand in each of the tens
of thousands of markets that comprise the economy through market
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prices. Property is a crucial requirement for the price system to
function. Respect for property rights across the economy is
necessary for continued production. Property rights refer to the
authority individuals have over the resources they own. A mining
company will not mine iron ore if it anticipates the ore will be taken.
The company will only excavate the ore if it is confident that it will
profit from the ore's sale. They guarantee the perpetuity of property
rights. Through the criminal justice system, the courts deter larceny
in a direct manner. In addition, courts secure the security of
economic activity through the justice system by ensuring that buyers
and sellers honor their contracts (Mankiw, 2011: 250).

Islam also provides insights on the matter of property security.
Similar to how the institutions of a free market economy employ the
process of justice to safeguard property and maintain the
uninterrupted flow of production; the Qur'an establishes the concept
of property as a protected sanctuary by emphasizing its sacredness
(Rizvi, 2010: 37). Islam offers extensive teachings and guidance
pertaining to the economy, recognizing its crucial role in sustaining
human existence. Undoubtedly, Islam is oriented towards the
betterment and prosperity of society. The significance of the
economy in attaining this objective is indisputably apparent. It might
be contended that the objective of both doctrines is to guarantee the
perpetuation of production.

Further examination of the Qur'an, regarded as a divine
bestowment upon humanity and thus serving as an essential and
indisputable source of authority for Muslims, can provide a
foundational standpoint for comprehending the concept of private
property. Indeed, it is evident that the Qur'an does not possess the

characteristics of an eco-political scripture. Hence, it is not advisable
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to seek validation or critique of a free market economy inside the
Quran. Itis possible that the theory could benefit from the inclusion
of assessments pertaining to economic institutions that possess
capitalist attributes or serve as fundamental elements or constituents
of capitalist socio-economic progress (Rodinson, 1974: 13).

Islam and the Qur'an do not prohibit the ownership of property.
In the Islamic tradition, property is generally regarded as dependent
on God's will rather than/in addition to human autonomy. Anything
that is owned is open to use. However, the obligation to give alms
and the prohibition against usury limit this liberty. This prevalent
form of undivided ownership is protected by law (Rodinson, 1974:
15). The possession of resources is the fundamental doctrine of
Islamic economic thought; this is understood as a trust, and its
disposal is a test of faith. According to the Quran, believers who
distribute prosperity will pass the test (Qadri, 2020: 59).

Property can be found in anything that is permissible in Islam.
As a result, they may also be traded. What is dirty in and of itself
cannot be deemed property and so cannot be the subject of a business
transaction, according to Islam. Human organs, for example, cannot
be bought and sold because they are not property and have been
gifted by God. Believers are not permitted to trade their corpses
(Qadri, 2020: 200). At this point, we can assert that Islam's
understanding of property varies from that of the free market.
Indeed, in the free market framework, equilibrium occurs purely as
a result of the interaction between supply and demand. In the Islamic
context, however, there is halal and haram pressure on demand. This
puts downward pressure on supply.
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A good must be truly good enough to own in order to be
owned. So, it is against Islamic law to let supply and demand affect
something that you are not allowed to own, like alcohol or pork
(Qadri, 2020: 213). At this point, it is also important to talk about
freedom. Because it is clear that you have to have free will to trade
on a free market. Individual freedom, on the other hand, is seen as
relative in Islam, because only God has total freedom. In fact, Islam
doesn't believe in man's complete independence: "...yet man is
rebellious because he thinks he can do everything on his own." For
example, a person's right to do whatever he wants with his private
property is not endless in Islam. When asked, "Does your piety teach
us to give up our right to do whatever we want with our property?"
Islam gives a clear "yes." So, again, it's clear that Islam and a free
market economy have different ideas about how things work. The
free market shows that different things can be done with property as
long as the link between supply and demand stays the same.
However, Islam goes against the free market by putting limits on
these things along the axis of halal and haram (Nawab & Naqvi,
2013: 30).

God is the true owner of all property and funds. This is the first
rule of Islamic property rights. But people are given a limited right
to own property so that they can get what they need to eat every day
and do what the lawmaker says they have to do. The second concept
is that people have a right to the resources they make. The third
principle can be judged on two axes: first, that people get property
through their own creative work and things like grants or inheritance,
and second, that they get ownership of a property or asset through
the work of others who already have property rights. The fourth
principle says that people can own the goods that come from farming
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(Askari, Igbal, & Mirakhor, 2009: 93). In every time and place, it is
clear that farming is important. One could say that the goal here is to
boost agricultural production by taking both primary and secondary
steps. From an Islamic point of view, a piece of land belongs to the
person who makes it usable again. One could say that the story on
which this is based is meant to make the land more productive. Based
on this custom, bringing back life to dead land is seen as a good thing
to do (Islahi, 2015: 67). Even St. Aquinas said that if you work hard
to cultivate a piece of land, you have a right to claim it as your own.

Islam has also accepted private property as a way to help
people meet their responsibilities. People think that the poor should
have a share in the wealth of the rich. So, none of Aristotle's
arguments against Plato’'s communism can be found in the works of
Muslim thinkers. They think that the people who have money should
share it with those who don't. But they have different ideas about
how and how much to share. Ibn Taymiyah, for example, suggests
different punishments for someone who has the means to do
something but chooses not to. He said that it is everyone's job to help
other people meet their wants for food, clothing, and a place to live.
If they don't do it, the government will step in and force them to. But
if a rich person refuses to give money to someone who needs it and
that person dies because of it, the rich person cannot be blamed
(Islahi, 2015: 68).

3. Entrepreneurship and trade

Entrepreneurship is an economic endeavor that seeks to
identify novel approaches for generating innovative products or
services, or alternatively, reimagining and revitalizing existing ones.
Entrepreneurs are anticipated to engage in the process of innovation

and creation with the aim of generating novel concepts that possess
economic worth, hence facilitating transformative outcomes.
Innovation plays a crucial role in the advancement of production
processes, exploration of novel raw material sources, identification
of untapped market niches, and formulation of strategic approaches.
An entrepreneur can be characterized as an individual who exhibits
a propensity for undertaking calculated risks, demonstrates astute
decision-making abilities, and the acumen to see opportunities with
profit potential, and possesses a comprehensive understanding of
business strategy (Anggadwita, Mulyaningsih, Ramadani, &
Arwiyah, 2015: 394).

Today, entrepreneurship is one of the engines of economies as
it contributes significantly to economic development.
Entrepreneurship fosters innovation, employment, and economic
expansion, resulting in the creation of value. Religions do not always
encourage or prohibit entrepreneurship explicitly. Rather, religions
teach, promote, and propagate a society's cultural value system. Each
religion has a distinct set of value systems that affect its propensity
for entrepreneurial endeavors. Specifically, Islamic entrepreneurship
promotes the values outlined in the Quran and Hadiths, including
business ethics. While religion is the basis of entrepreneurship, the
phenomenon of entrepreneurship is heavily dependent on ethical
behavior for the benefit of society. According to the prevalent
morals and standards in society, business ethics can make an
entrepreneur a better person (Anggadwita, Mulyaningsih, Ramadani,
and Arwiyah, 2015: 392). The Qur'an states that an entrepreneur
should not engage in dishonest business practices, which is
supported by the words of the Prophet: "It is forbidden for a Muslim
to sell defective goods unless he explains its defect.” As one of many
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business ethics, honesty is also consistent with the Islamic
perspective (Anggadwita, Mulyaningsih, Ramadani, and Arwiyah,
2015: 393).

While the analytical aspects of trade have been largely
neglected, it is known that trade is permitted in the Qur'an and that
Arab merchants traveled to neighboring lands for various purposes,
including trade. In addition, the moral implications of trade drew
increasing attention, and trade was even the subject of some
warnings during the time of the Prophet Muhammad on the grounds
that it could lead to behavior that could be detrimental to man's
eternal salvation (Spengler, 1964: 276). These warnings were stated
specifically in the Quran.

“O Dbelievers, trade with
accord, but do not consume each
other's wealth through unjust means
(such as usury, bribery, extortion, and
theft). Do not ruin yourselves and your
siblings by unlawfully consuming
each other's wealth”.?

"mutual consent” is the principle that comprises a fair and
acceptable transfer of wealth or property, according to a direct
interpretation of the verse in question. The view is adopted that it
seeks to exchange property through trade and commerce conducted
in mutual goodwill and not through other unacceptable methods,
such as violence, which would be detrimental to the spirit,
philosophy, and viability of trade. According to some commentators,
it refers to property transfers resulting from actions such as gifts,
rewards, inheritance, and dowry. Consequently, misunderstandings

2An-Nisa 29.
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are eliminated and actions that would be detrimental to society are
prohibited. In economic terms, a single act is sanctified by
recognizing it as a single type of transaction that can regulate
society's sustenance, strengthen its skeleton, and maintain its
stability. It is trade that is conducted correctly on the basis of mutual
consent and can easily satisfy all societal requirements (Reda, 2013:
25). Therefore, some free market instruments that initially disrupt
the socioeconomic equilibrium of society are not permitted.

Islam is not merely an extraterrestrial religion. It emphasizes
working diligently to provide for oneself and one's family and to
assist others. A Muslim is expected to be financially independent,
and engaging in economic activity with an entrepreneurial spirit in
order to make a livelihood is in no way condemned by Islam. The
lives of the Prophet and the Imams of Ahl al-Bayt clearly encourage
us to strive hard for our financial independence. The Prophet
himself, for instance, was involved in commerce and resided with
his uncle Abu Talib. Abu Talib, his uncle, accompanied Khadija's
caravan (Rizvi, 2010: 16-17).

Another extraordinary example of a female entrepreneur in the
Prophet's lineage. While trading in Medina, the Prophet's great-
grandfather Hashim met and married his wife Selma. He observed
Selma conducting business through intermediaries. Selma is
rumored to have imposed stringent conditions on her acceptance of
Hashim's marriage proposition. Particularly, we can contend that her
desire for control over her own property stemmed from her
entrepreneurial spirit. Inasmuch as he married an enterprising
woman like her great-grandfather Hashim, the Prophet implicitly
supported women's entrepreneurship in Islamic society. Aisha was
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another female entrepreneur. Aisha supported herself through the
trade of captives (Koehler, 2011: 93).

Therefore, Islam allows women to engage in any economic
activity. In Islam, the concept of businesswomen has ancient origins.
Many businesswomen were mentioned in the sources long before the
advent of Islam. The Prophet's wife, Khadija, is a prime example.
Prior to becoming the Prophet's bride, Khadija was a successful
businesswoman. The Prophet gave women a great deal of attention
and advice on how to use their time wisely and accomplish beneficial
tasks (Anggadwita, Mulyaningsih, Ramadani, and Arwiyah, 2015:
395).

4. Competition and efficiency

Islam vehemently opposes the imposition of equal outcomes
and means of struggle on individuals, as it aims to convert inherent
inequity into a contrived state of equality. The alignment of a system
with nature can be achieved when individuals are granted
unrestricted freedom from birth to engage in the economic
competition predetermined by a higher power. Individuals who
possess an automobile possess the liberty to operate it, while those
with a pair of lower limbs possess the entitlement to utilize them to
their fullest extent. However, it is imperative that individuals who
are congenitally impaired in their mobility are not excluded and are
afforded the chance to optimize the use of their single leg. The legal
framework of a society should not permit automobile owners to
establish a monopoly on this privilege, thereby impeding individuals
with physical disabilities from owning cars. Furthermore, it should
not impose an obligation on all participants to commence the race
from a single designated location (Abul A'la Mawdudi, 2013).
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Islam does not impose restrictions on innate human desires.
Nevertheless, it prohibits the utilization of any artificial methods that
may result in unjust competition, and instead promotes the
facilitation of actions between parties involved. It is widely
recognized that there exists a disparity in intellectual and material
capacities among individuals, which is not attributed to divine
creation. There exists a disparity in the relative well-being of
individuals. There exists variation in knowledge and resources
among individuals, with certain individuals possessing greater
expertise and resources compared to others. An individual may
exhibit physical frailty while demonstrating exceptional intellectual
prowess. Certain individuals may experience visual impairments or
complete blindness, yet possess a remarkable capacity for memory
retention. The range of human potentials exhibits inherent variation
among individuals, constituting a natural phenomenon. Likewise,
the distribution of income and prosperity is not equitable. Islam does
not oppose this inherent occurrence. Nevertheless, the policy
explicitly forbids the utilization of artificial methods to enhance
one's economic capability and has implemented a comprehensive
framework of legislation, guidelines, and protocols to enforce this
objective. The principles of Islamic economic thinking aim to
discourage the excessive accumulation of wealth and the
concentration of power in the hands of a single individual, family, or
social class with regards to the economic resources of the state(Abul
A'la Mawdudi, 2013).

Islamic economic thinking places significant emphasis on four
fundamental principles pertaining to competitiveness. Initially, it can
be observed that individuals possess a natural inclination towards
engaging in competitive activities and harboring a strong aspiration
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for achieving victory. Competition and the innate drive for victory
are inherent aspects of human behavior. Furthermore, it is imperative
that competition be governed by the principle of kindness, wherein
individuals who actively practice benevolence are duly
acknowledged and rewarded. According to the Qur'an, the question
is posed as to whether there exists any form of recompense for acts
of virtue other than virtue itself. This idea indicates that it is
imperative to avoid causing harm throughout any transaction.
Thirdly, it is deemed inappropriate for any rival to actively persuade
a market participant to purchase from them subsequent to the
participant having already entered into a transaction with a different
vendor. According to the teachings of the Prophet, it is advised that
a seller refrains from actively persuading a buyer to retract from a
previously agreed upon transaction with another seller for the sale of
products. Furthermore, markets provide as a platform where
individuals have the autonomy to engage in voluntary exchanges and
reap the rewards of their transactions. According to the teachings of
the Qur'an, believers are instructed to disperse over the earth and
actively seek their portion of the divine blessings bestowed by God.
According to the renowned Muslim philosopher Hasan al-Basri,
markets can be likened to banquets, as they offer advantageous
opportunities to those who partake in them. When examining the
topic of rivalry, it is noteworthy to consider the perspectives of early
Muslim intellectuals. The Qur'an is the subject of their reference.
Nevertheless, it is essential that competition be grounded in the
aspiration for the collective welfare and the adherence to ihsan and
moderation in corporate conduct (Abbas A., 2014: 58).
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5. Freedom of choice

Due to its distinctive characteristics, Islam is capable of
resolving the various economic crises facing humanity. Underlying
this capacity is the belief that entrepreneurs are free to create
whatever they desire. However, Islam's algorithm distinguishes
between permissible (halal) and forbidden (haram) economic
activities. Each of these activities has its own moral and ethical
boundaries. Nobody is permitted to transgress these borders.
Therefore, freedom of choice is constrained by certain constraints.
Islam does this because its goal is to prevent immoral behaviors such
as greed, selfishness, and poor habits, as well as to eradicate
wastefulness, injustice, corruption, and evil. Thus, the circulation of
wealth cannot be restricted to the wealthy. In a very literal sense,
God's wealth should be expended for the benefit of all of society. On
a micro level, one's own family should take precedence, followed by
the community. Consequently, man is a trustee over all the affairs of
this world and must expend this wealth in accordance with the
teaching (Azid & Sunar, 2019:5).

Humans, and consequently economic agents, possess free will.
This knowledge stems from the theomorphic nature of man. Only
God is completely free, but God wills that man be relatively free.
Man not only has the capacity to be similar to God, but he can also
use his free will to reject God. This freedom of acceptance or
rejection derives from the fact that even before creation man
accepted a burden that no one else could bear. This is made plain in
the Qur'an®: "We offered the burden to the heavens, the earth, and
the mountains, but they feared it and were unwilling to bear it. And

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man assumed the responsibility, becoming a tyrant and an imbecile*"
Only man has the ability to choose between good and evil and to
separate the wheat from the dust (Naqvi, 1978:112). This choice
ability manifests at both the microeconomic and macroeconomic
levels. In light of this, Islamic thought recommends that the smallest
economic unit, the human being, should act with social welfare in
mind as a factor of production (laborer/investor). In actuality, while
the free market economy explains the activity of production factors
with the relationship of interest in its complete sense, Islamic
thought has placed a barrier in the way of this understanding within
the context of halal/haram. In some sense, this is an Islamic critique
of the free market economy.

Individual liberty is a fundamental concept in Islam. This
concept is based on the 'fact' that man possesses free will. It is his
inherent liberty to choose among various courses of action.
The'most’ rational course of action, however, for an individual
exercising his freedom would be to avoid socially explosive
situations in which the exercise of individual rights coexists with
extreme destitution and human suffering. Once this perspective is
clearly understood, the economic actor will tend to look after social
welfare while looking after his or her own personal welfare. The
issue is not one or the other, but a combination of the two that ensures
optimum happiness for both the individual and society (Nawab &
Nagvi, 2013: 88). While the concepts of halal and haram are in
opposition to the free market economy, the fact that people who
work for their own interests are not condemned and are almost
permitted in the Islamic understanding could lead to an evaluation of
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Adam Smith's parallelism with individual interests. In actuality,
although there are no theological reasons among the reasons for
Smith's principle of individual interest, the relationship between
individual interest and social interest appears to serve the same
function in the Islamic perspective.

Achieving a 'balance' between the demands of various
individuals on the total output of classes and the nation governs the
restrictions placed on people's freedom to choose between
alternative options. This equilibrium, as required by the postulate of
equilibrium, can be attained by adhering to the following two
principles.

* The individual is entitled to a just compensation in the form
of wages and profits for his or her work and investment activities,
but the total income thus earned, as well as that from inheritance
should be spent with restraint.

* The requirements of the poor and needy take precedence over
the wealth of the wealthy. This principle is strengthened by the fact
that the deliberate refusal of the wealthy to provide for the
impoverished is equated with a denial of faith (Nawab & Naqvi,
2013: 89).

It follows that the Islamic view of economics differs from the
perspectives of other schools of thought - capitalism, socialism and
the welfare state, for example - not only by an ethical factor, but also
by recognizing religion as the source of its ethics. On a philosophical
level, the differences between the systems derive from Islam's
insistence on altering economic processes and institutions when they
are not founded on equilibrium. He contends that the motivation for
such a "activist" attitude originates from a typical Muslim's
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awareness of God's existence. The belief that one is under God's
protection is acknowledged. Consequently, adopting an ethical
stance in the pursuit of daily living is a'reality’. It should be
incorporated into any (Muslim) human model (Nawab & Naqgvi,
2013: xviii).

One of the most important aspects of human freedom - and, by
extension, social responsibility - is that both concepts derive from a
Muslim's belief in God's unrivaled supremacy in the universe. This
belief, according to the Quran, is the reason why humans are free and
equal: "... let none of us take any other than God as Lord®". This
definition of freedom as a proposition that is fundamentally moral
lends it a new dimension. It is not only political and economic
freedom, but also freedom from desire and avarice: "Whoever
restrains himself from greed will prosper® . From this perspective, it
should be seen that human political, social and economic freedoms
are nothing but expressions of Islam's ethical perceptions of man and
society (Nawab & Naqvi, 2013: 25-26).

In a free market economic system, households have the
economic freedom to consume as much of the goods they desire and
to demand the categories of goods they desire. Household incomes
and prices, which together comprise the budget constraint, are the
only constraints that determine these two aspects of consumer
preferences. Therefore, there is no distributional component in the
domestic budget constraint. The existence of waste in this system
results from the insatiable desire of individuals to purchase and
consume all types of products and services. Under the economic

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freedom principle, the majority or a portion of the population
demands luxury goods and services, while the remainder can only
covet but not acquire those (Chowdhury & Malik, 1992: 204).
Moreover, in the system, parameters such as halal or haram, which
are founded solely on religious beliefs and do not require rational
explanation, have no effect on production or consumption.

6. Charity and social responsibility

The initial phase in fostering social responsibility within the
context of Islam involves the introduction and promotion of the
notion that individuals ought to engage in productive work while
actively avoiding idleness and dependency. The act of begging is
prohibited, with the exception of individuals who are disabled or
experiencing financial hardship to the extent that they are unable to
meet their basic needs. Islam recognizes two complimentary aspects
for the implementation of a social responsibility program under these
regulations. Promoting altruistic behavior and philanthropy among
individuals. In light of the aforementioned considerations, it is
evident that governments undertake measures to provide assistance
to individuals need support. The notion of social security was a
central focus of the Prophet's efforts during his lifetime. On a certain
occasion, the widow of Ja'far b. Abi Talib approached the Prophet to
discuss the matter of her children being orphaned. In response, the
Prophet reassured her by expressing his responsibility towards them,
therefore alleviating her concerns (Yamani 2002: 30). In this
particular instance, it appears plausible to comprehend that the
Islamic economy does not afford individuals the same level of
autonomy as a free market economy. The presence of a substantial
homeless population, particularly in capitalist nations like the United
States, serves as a pertinent illustration highlighting the contrasting
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features of the Islamic economy in comparison to the free market
economy.

In contemporary social security systems, it is mandatory for
individuals to allocate a proportion of their income towards the
scheme in order to avail themselves of its advantages. In contrast,
the Islamic social security system operates under the premise that the
responsibility for funding the comprehensive social security scheme
is with the state. This system is designed to fulfill the demands of its
populace (Yamani, 2002: 32).

Traditional Islamic cultures provide a paradigmatic illustration
of the harmonious amalgamation of ethics and economics,
manifested via the symbiotic coexistence of market and non-market
entities. Islamic law encompasses a multitude of economic activities
that serve to strengthen the inherent significance in the processes of
production and exchange, all the while satisfying a hierarchical
structure of spiritual and various other requirements. An exemplary
illustration of this integration can be observed in the establishment
of wagf, also known as religious endowment, which has historically
played a significant role in the development of public amenities,
namely educational institutions and healthcare facilities, within
Islamic cultures. Typically, waqgfs encompass the contribution of a
physical structure or parcel of land. However, these wagfs also
support various endeavors such as the supply of water, the liberation
of enslaved individuals, the welfare of injured animals, and several
other philanthropic undertakings (Al-Ansari, 2020: 48).

The zakat is an additional conspicuous instance of the
integration of ethics and economics in Islamic societies. In
traditional societies, zakat is given to the public treasury. In turn, the
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public treasury would distribute these funds to impoverished
Muslims and direct them to public projects, such as the construction
and maintenance of schools, hospitals, and orphanages, similar to
those supported by wagfs. Such charitable organizations aim to
develop individuals by fostering a caring and respectful environment
from which a natural commitment to the common good arises.
Obviously, this is a difficult ideal to achieve, especially after the
colonial era, but suffice it to say that as long as traditional production
processes are robust and Islamic societies are thriving, this ideal will
be realized. Muslims have provided impressive examples of these
efforts throughout history (Al-Ansari, 2020: 49).

Islam strives to establish a just society in every aspect of
existence. Members of Islamic society are strictly forbidden from
engaging in exploitation and oppression. All transactions must be
conducted in accordance with God's laws. Everyone has equal
opportunity to acquire wealth, and this wealth should not be
redistributed to affluent groups. In the Islamic system, instruments
such as zakat, the interest-free system, and inheritance law have
unique effects on the establishment of social justice. Through these
instruments, the Islamic economy and society will become more
prosperous. Those who accomplish their responsibilities to their
fellow Muslims will also be rewarded by their Lord. It provides
social security, guarantees, and insurance to the beneficiaries,
especially in fragile environments and unexpected circumstances,
especially when they distribute charity. It is believed that a just and
healthy society can be established if the state and society adhere to
God's laws (Azid & Sunar, 2019:6).

As previously indicated, social justice is a fundamental

component of the overarching equilibrium that constitutes the

bedrock of Islam's ethical framework. This entails safeguarding the
inherent liberty of individuals, in conjunction with the corresponding
societal obligations. Furthermore, it is important to note that social
justice encompasses more than just economic justice. It necessitates
the simultaneous regulation of all facets of human existence, as
dictated by the principle of Unity. It can be inferred that a society
deemed "just™ is one that adheres to fundamental ethical principles
and is inherently characterized as an Islamic society. This society is
founded upon two widely recognized principles: "from each
according to his ability” and "to each according to his need". The
aforementioned fundamental principles not only serve as the
foundation for the establishment of a welfare state, but also align
seamlessly with Islam's conceptualization of social justice. In
essence, these maxims necessitate a discernment that is efficacious.
The satisfaction of fundamental human wants and the acquisition of
these requirements through one's capacity to earn them. The pursuit
of this objective is precisely what the Islamic faith aims to achieve
within the realm of societal dynamics. The significance of social
duty is underscored throughout the Qur'an’, as evidenced by the
following passage: "And in their wealth is the share of beggars and
the needy" (Naqgvi, 1978:116-117).

The process of spiritual change occurs as Homo-economicus
engages in a fight to align his purpose with the pursuit of loftier
objectives. The primary objective of an Islamic society is not
centered around the accumulation of riches, but rather emphasizes
the promotion of individuals' engagement in advocating for their
rights and liberties. In order to facilitate this transformation, it is
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imperative for individuals to engage in a process of purifying their
hearts from attachments to materialistic pursuits, and instead adopt
three fundamental principles: Devotion to a higher power, reverence
for the Prophet, and dedication to fostering a thriving community.
Indeed, these three essential principles are imperative tenets of faith
and serve as guiding beacons for the purpose of fostering global
improvement. The prioritization of our commitment to this endeavor
should surpass our attachment to luxuries and indulgences. The
endeavor to modify our inclinations in accordance with the
principles of Islam engenders the requisite understanding for
spiritual metamorphosis. According to the Quran (29:69),
individuals who exert effort in the pursuit of God's cause will be
guided along His prescribed routes, as God is indeed present with
those who demonstrate righteousness. Within the realm of
economics, this principle pertains to the equitable allocation of
wealth that surpasses our necessities (Zaman, 2019: 463).

7. Minimal government intervention

Upon initial examination, the achievement of market
economies appears to be quite unexpected. In a market economy, the
collective economic prosperity of society is not actively
safeguarded. Free markets are characterized by the presence of
numerous buyers and sellers engaged in the exchange of
commodities and services. Actors have a primary concern for their
personal welfare. However, it is important to acknowledge that
market economies have achieved significant success in efficiently
organizing economic activity and promoting overall economic
wellbeing, mostly due to the decentralized decision-making and self-
interested behavior of economic agents. One of the most renowned
observations in the field of economics was made by the esteemed

economist Adam Smith. Households and enterprises engaging in
market interactions exhibit behavior that resembles being influenced
by a guiding force. The concept of the invisible hand guides
economic agents towards achieving their desired results in the
market. Economic activity is guided by the concept of the invisible
hand. In every market, purchasers assess the price in order to
calculate their desired quantity, while suppliers determine their
quantity of supply depending on the prevailing price. The
determination of a good's societal value and production cost is
contingent upon market pricing, which are influenced by the choices
made by buyers and suppliers. Smith's seminal contribution is in his
profound understanding that prices serve as a guiding mechanism for
individual buyers and sellers in the majority of situations. This
approach optimizes the overall wellbeing of the society. Smith's
perspective carries significant implications: When the government
intervenes to impede the organic equilibrium of prices in response to
supply and demand, it hampers the capacity of the invisible hand to
effectively synchronize the economic decisions undertaken by
consumers and enterprises. This finding elucidates the adverse
effects of taxes on resource allocation, as they introduce price
distortions that subsequently influence the decision-making
processes of consumers and enterprises (Mankiw, 2011: c1 ,11).

The fundamental essence of Islamic economic policy is
characterized by a protective stance that refrains from interference
and redistribution. Market actors, particularly traders, were
perceived as legitimate trustees of divine authority on earth, resulting
in the imposition of legal restrictions against them. Advocates for
limited state intervention in markets. Islamic jurisprudence has
embraced a market-oriented approach in both divine knowledge and
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human interpretation. This perspective might be described as a
libertarian ideology, which embraces a liberal and restrained
approach to governance. The religion of Islam was established by a
Prophet who engaged in a bustling mercantile career for a span of
four decades. It is documented that this Prophet expressed the
following sentiment: "The attainment of success and affluence can
be attributed to ten components, with nine of these components
being derived from engaging in commerce."” This condition can only
be met if the economy is structured in a business-centric manner, as
opposed to being focused around the state. The essence of Islam
embodies the principles of economic freedom and advocates for the
pursuit of social justice. The Islamic ideology promotes a sense of
affluence that is contingent upon the level of autonomy and liberty
afforded to individuals, without any kind of compulsion. The source
of economic prosperity does not stem from an overbearing state, but
rather from conscientious individuals who lead prosperous lives and
espouse the principles of mutual benevolence and philanthropy
towards others (Salman, 2013:117).

Therefore, outside interference should not restrict the
economic activities of individuals to the greatest extent feasible.
Individuals should provide for themselves and not rely on others for
support. Nonetheless, if some residents of an Islamic state are unable
to provide for themselves due to a disability or other condition, the
state must step in and provide for their basic requirements (Qadri,
2020: 57).

According to Islamic economic theory, the market should be
unfettered and subject to the natural laws of supply and demand. In
other terms, prices are determined by uncontrollable factors. As a

general rule, individuals should not intervene in the free market by
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establishing prices and profit margins. Neither can prices be fixed by
government decree. In order to ensure social justice, Islamic law has
imposed moral restrictions on both sellers and purchasers. However,
if necessary, the state can intervene (Qadri, 2020: 69).

Indeed, recognizing the optimum economic, strategic and
diplomatic potential of the Hajj season, Muslim governments should
organize and manage this activity as a large-scale project. The
central location of the Kaaba helps to anchor the Muslim community
in a world of increasing globalization and cross-border financial
transactions. In addition, the Hajj economy can play a crucial role in
bolstering relations and promoting brotherhood among Muslim
nations (Qadri, 2020: 5).

Another macroeconomic parameter is the distribution of
national income, or the output of economic activities, among the
economic factors that comprise society. At present, equality is of
paramount significance. According to the principle of equality, the
state bears significant responsibility for the equitable distribution of
national output among individuals and institutions. This indicates
that there is ample space for state intervention in the Islamic
economic system. There are times when unrestricted enterprise
freedom and the creation of exorbitant profits can have negative
socioeconomic effects on society. Others may not have simple
access to profits, the availability of labor, and capital in production,
whereas some may become extremely wealthy as a result. On the
other hand, God has granted everyone equal access to these elements
(Choudhury, 1986: 14).

In light of these fundamental principles, Islam aims to
eliminate the unnatural ways in which humans pursue economic
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relationships, relying more on behavioral reform and less on state
intervention to achieve this goal. Islam recognizes that man should
be free in his struggle to earn a living, that he should have the right
of ownership over all that he earns through his labor, and that there
should be diversity and variety among human beings according to
their differences in qualities and abilities, to the extent that this is
consistent with the demands of nature. However, it also imposes
limitations on humans to prevent them from deviating beyond the
natural boundaries of justice and equity into oppressive and unjust
areas (Abul A'la Mawdudi, 2013).

8. Incentives and rewards

An incentive is a device that motivates a person to act, such as
the threat of punishment or the promise of a recompense. When
making decisions, rational individuals respond to incentives by
weighing costs and benefits. It is well known that incentives play a
central role in economic activities. This summary of economic
decision-making processes is sufficient. People are motivated by
incentives. Rest is up to interpretation. Incentives are essential to
understanding how markets function. For instance, when the price of
a product increases, individuals consume less of it. In other words, a
higher price in the market provides consumers with an incentive to
consume less while simultaneously encouraging sellers to produce
more. As we will see, the effect of prices on production and
consumption, as well as the behavior of consumers and producers, is
essential to the functioning of a market economy. It serves a crucial
role in the allocation of limited resources. Policymakers must never
overlook incentives. Many policies alter the costs or benefits people
face and thus their behavior. For instance, a gasoline tax encourages
the use of smaller, more fuel-efficient vehicles. In Europe, where
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gasoline taxes are steep, this is one reason why people drive smaller
vehicles. The opposite is true in the United States, where gasoline
taxes are minimal. The petroleum tax also encourages carpooling,
public transportation use, and living closer to one's place of
employment (Mankiw, 2011: c1,7).

In Islamic economic history, incentives and rewards are also
present. Caliph Umar supplemented government expenditures on
infrastructure® with incentives for private investment?® in agriculture.
Land grants were awarded to anyone willing to cultivate
uncultivated land, which coincidentally overturned the Prophet
Muhammad's prohibition on Muslims possessing land. The new
class of landowners invested in increasing the agricultural yields®®
of their estates and employed foreign experts to advise them on how
to do so. Uthman and Talha invested in irrigation projects and land
reclamation near Medina; Mu'awiya employed a Greek property
manager to oversee his properties near Medina and 3,000 slaves in
irrigation projects. However, many members of the financial elite
class eventually surrendered their Arabian properties and re-invested
in Syria and Iraq (Koehler, 2014: 78). In this case, it is anticipated
that systems will be developed to ensure the required level of trade
efficiency.

The obligation'! to elucidate the defect of a tradable product
exists. According to the primary sources of Islam, commercial
transactions must be free of illegal acts such as scamming, deception,
forgery, and concealment of defects, which can be detrimental to

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individuals and society. Those who adhere to this Islamic injunction
receive both spiritual and material recompense. Such conscientious
shopkeepers deserve God's delight and the trust of their customers.
Disclosure of a product's flaw is an act of honesty, which is a crucial
characteristic of a Muslim's character (Qadri, 2020:139).

The Islamic ethic of altruism can bring business success and
provide intrinsic recompense to business people that adhere to the
Quran and the Prophet's teachings in letter and spirit. In God's eyes,
altruistic souls can rest assured that they will obtain the benefits of
their generosity in the future. According to prophetic tradition, a man
perished and entered the Garden of Eden. He replied that he had
"traded with people and ordered his servants to be lenient with
debtors.” God repaid his generosity with pardon™ (Qadri, 2020: 191).

The system of rewards and incentives can also be observed in
the labor market. As a consequence of this system, social assistance
programs are linked to individuals' efforts to enter the labor market.
For some individuals who fall below certain income thresholds, an
additional incentive is required. This approach does not necessitate
able-bodied individuals to cease receiving social assistance. Rather,
it seeks to ensure that, while receiving these benefits, recipients are
actively seeking employment on the labor market or are receiving
the necessary training for employment. Governments have also
implemented programs that integrate the private sector into this
framework by establishing incentives that make it very attractive for
businesses to hire job-seeking low-income citizens. As stated
previously, the primary objective is not to provide financial
assistance to these individuals, but rather to integrate them into
society by providing them with a job that will boost their self-esteem.

The structures of these programs for the integration of the
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impoverished into the labor market vary from country to country.
Some nations prioritize individual motivation by providing the
necessary training programs and enhancing their quality. Individuals
also receive additional incentives if they exert the required effort. In
contrast, some nations have established a strong correlation between
an individual's job search efforts and the quantity of social assistance
they receive. In these nations, in order to continue receiving social
assistance, the recipient is expected to make every effort possible to
locate a suitable job. If the individual is unwilling to explore the
labor market or receive the state-provided training, he or she will
progressively lose a portion of their social benefits (Azid & Sunar,
2019: 93).

Islam emphasizes a more needs-based approach and is
committed to constructing a society in which the basic needs of life
for all members of the human race are met primarily through
personal effort and reward-oriented activities, in an environment
where the disadvantaged are assisted in leading a life of dignity and
becoming active members of society. While Islam emphasizes the
creation of wealth, its primary objective is the establishment of a just
and equitable society where moral excellence, spiritual contentment,
and genuine opportunity equality exist for all. This is only feasible
if the weaker members of society receive effective support (Abul
A'la Mawdudi, 2013).Entrepreneurship is the most essential activity
that will increase social welfare in terms of equal opportunity.
Because both personal and social welfare will be at stake in a system
that supports entrepreneurs.

Mudarabah is primarily designed to meet the capital
requirements of individuals with entrepreneurial potential but no

capital. Its use in trade can generate a quick income for such labor,
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allowing them to not only meet their own needs but also develop
economically. Self-employed individuals, such as those in trade or
small industry, have incentives and opportunities to accumulate
capital and, as a result, enhance their economic conditions. These
opportunities and benefits are unavailable to wage laborers. Since he
cannot maximize the use of his savings, he has little incentive to do
so0. Musharakah can serve the same function for this segment of the
population, whose capital is insufficient for meaningful enterprise.
The availability of capital on the basis of musharakah would serve
the same function as mudarabah would for labor without capital.
Leasing and trade-based methods can also be beneficial. However,
these techniques entail a fixed cost of capital (rent or markup) that
low-income groups may not be able to afford during the startup
phase of a business (Khan, 1994).

9. Wealth creation and prosperity

Although increasing wealth and power is a desirable objective,
it violates natural law by upsetting the economic and political
equilibrium. The Quran contains the following verse: "Do not
oppress the wealthy with your wealth ¥2." This commandment
cautions against creating socioeconomic disparity. Therefore, it
requires equilibrium in all aspects of its society. One of the most
essential means of attaining equilibrium is to ensure complete
harmony between the divine law pertaining to man and the law
pertaining to society (Naqvi, 1978:110).

A person may legally invest his wealth in a manner that does
not imperil the interests of society, and when he dies, his wealth

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reverts to his blood*? heirs, which is consistent with human nature.
Islam has devised an effective policy to permanently prevent the
concentration of wealth in a few hands by refusing to recognize the
law of descent. In addressing the issue of property and individual
rights over property, Islam's starting point is to guarantee the
individual the right to own and appreciate the fruits of his labor,
thereby enabling him to develop and utilize his potential to its fullest.
The objective is to promote social welfare without unduly
compromising individual rights and interests. As stated previously,
Islam seeks a balance between the rights and interests of the
individual and those of society. This equilibrium is impossible in
free market economies (Yamani, 2002: 9-10).

The foundation of Islamic philosophy is not the denial of
existence, but rather the concept of life's fulfillment. Through moral
discipline, all facets of human activity are incorporated into virtuous
conduct. Personal piety and general morality contribute to the
enrichment of life, the pursuit of personal and social prosperity, and
the well-being of all individuals. In fact, prosperity is a desirable
objective, subject only to morals societal and moral values. A
socioeconomically prosperous existence is one of the fundamental
aims. It is part of the mission of humanity. The prosperity of this
world and the prosperity of the next existence are two sides of the
same coin. We can contend that this understanding serves both the
needs of individuals and the creation of a society in which everyone's
needs are met simultaneously. Individual liberty, the right to
property and enterprise, the market mechanism, and distributive

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justice can, of course, be argued to be the fundamental dynamics of
this understanding. These dynamics are also fundamental to the
Islamic economic framework. However, there are also varying levels
of moral filters. Individual motivation, personal behavior, social
customs and decorum, employer-employee behavior, and
individual-state relations hold economic processes together. We
could contend that this is a more comprehensive framework that
promotes equality and prosperity in society. State obligations must
not be neglected groundless. Specifically, a constructive role of
oversight, guidance, and supervision can be beneficial in promoting
prosperity and wealth. Freedom, economic opportunity, and property
rights should be regulated and protected by the state (Abul-la
Mawdudi, 2013).

Islamic finance plays a significant function at this time.
Mudaraba or musharakah techniques can enable the capital
proprietor to share profits with the capital user. There can be equal
opportunities for all entrepreneurs to pursue financial resources from
financial institutions. If their initiatives are profitable and promise
high returns on investment, they can obtain financing even if they
lack their own funds. Therefore, these techniques can be a source of
wealth circulation in the economy, thereby providing improved
opportunities for classes of society that lack capital (Khan, 1994).

10. Adaptability and flexibility

Believers pledge their life to the Almighty God and seek to
conduct themselves in a manner that is consistent with His teachings.
However, in order for them to exist as members of society, it is
required of them to participate in some form of economic activity. It
IS necessary to assess whether or not an activity is permitted by
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Islamic law before engaging in it, whether that be seeking for a job
or investing in a business. It is not a tough process to determine
whether or not a source of money constitutes illegal activity. If a
method of conducting business does not go against the injunctions
given by God and the Prophet Muhammad, then it is considered to
be permissible. As a rule of thumb, the primary sources of Islam
identify the restrictions that apply to a specific domain, and anything
is not on the list is considered permissible. For instance, according
to the verse from earlier, the believers' clothing needs to fulfill a
number of fundamental prerequisites in order to be considered
acceptable. Chastity must be preserved for those who choose to wear
it as a matter of course. Because of this, it is not permissible to wear
clothes that is not suitable and does not adequately protect one's
virginity. It is acceptable for these garments to be neat and
fashionable so long as they don't draw too much attention to
themselves. Another essential requirement for human clothing is that
it be seasonally appropriate. This is a requirement that cannot be
overlooked. Any article of apparel that satisfies these criteria is
considered lawful and may be purchased as well as sold (Qadri,
2020: 86).

The success of the industry is largely dependent on its capacity
to respond effectively to shifting conditions while preserving the
core values that underpin Islamic economics. Throughout the early
history of the faith, academics have highlighted the adaptability of
the Islamic economy in meeting the requirements of current society.
In point of fact, this is something that has been emphasized by
scholars even now. Even those who disagree with Islamic economics
have acknowledged, at least in principle, the sector's adaptability,
even if they play down some of the sector's concerns. Therefore, the
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Islamic economy is in a position to respond to any demand that may
arise within the confines of Islamic law and can assume this position
along the axis of changing needs. Therefore, Islamic finance, which
serves as a foundation for the Islamic real economy, is in a position
to respond to the adaptability of the real economy with its own
adaptability by taking a different route than the established traditions
of international finance in order to ensure that its practices are
effective and in accordance with the requirements of consumers
(Watkins, 2020: 56).

Given that this is the situation in the real Islamic economy,
Islamic finance appears to be able to overcome the obstacles of
providing the long-term investments required for sustainable
economic growth thanks to the flexibility it offers. This appears to
be conceivable in theory with risk-sharing financing models such as
musharaka and mudaraba, as well as the extraordinary project
financing model. On the other hand, some people believe that the
Islamic finance business places too much emphasis on the profits
that can be made in the short term. Because change is slow and
difficult to implement in a risk-averse industry like Islamic banking
based on murabaha, the sector's flexibility is limited. Before we can
evaluate its stability, it must first go through a number of market
cycles and a number of shocks from the outside world. If the
spectrum of volatility after the shocks is narrower than its
conventional analog, then we will know for sure that we are on to
something here. After the double whammy of the financial crises of
2008 and 2020, this was the obstacle that the Islamic finance industry
needed to overcome. How can it transition from a platform that relies
on permission-based funding to one that actually uses complicated
contractual models and ethical frameworks? Is it important to
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promote a proactive investment plan in order to satisfy the
requirements for funding in order to maintain technological change?
The expansion of the Islamic finance sector offers opportunities for
the Islamic finance business to gain valuable insights (Watkins 2020:

508).

11. Work ethic

The Islamic work ethic encompasses various principles that
exhibit compatibility with a free market economy. The four key
factors identified by Islam are effort, competition, transparency, and
morally responsible behavior (Abbas 2015: 16).

Effort in Islam, the commendation of effort
encompasses both physical and mental exertion. These
entities are regarded as instruments that enhance
efficiency and the overall welfare of the community.

Competition in Islam is centered on ethical principles,
emphasizing the motivation for individuals to enhance
the quality of their work within an environment that
fosters the pursuit of virtuous actions. This is
exemplified by the following statement: "Let those
who engage in competition strive to enter the paradise
of these blessings!4."

Transparency is a fundamental principle that
encompasses the values of sincerity and integrity
within the context of commercial partnerships. The
concept can be construed as a means of evading
manipulation, deceit, concealment of truth, and

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disregard for acts of benevolence and politeness. The
objective is to avoid giving precedence to individual
interests to the detriment of the collective and the
requirements of humanity. The significance of
transparency in the workplace and the necessity of
collaboration to achieve objectives are emphasized by
the Prophet's statement, "Those who engage in open
communication will not be responsible for mutual
harm."

e Ethical Conduct: In the nascent years of the Islamic
state, the market and its operations were relatively
uncomplicated. However, it was well recognized that
the pursuit of optimal service to individuals and society
would be rendered exceedingly challenging in the
presence of moral corruption. In the 7™ century,
Muslim scholars postulated that the ethical integrity of
work can be compromised by immoral conduct. The
Fourth Caliph emphasized the importance of ethical
conduct in economic transactions through his
statements, wherein he stated, "The individual who
possesses virtuous morals will encounter minimal
difficulties along their journey" and "Merchants, it is
imperative that you engage in fair and equitable
exchanges."

Nevertheless, it is imperative to acknowledge that under a free
market economy, certain circumstances arise where the functioning
of markets allows for substantial benefits to be obtained with small
exertion, while conversely; significant effort may result in meager
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returns. Numerous individuals who are now without employment
within the mining industry have the potential to allocate their
accumulated personal funds towards entrepreneurial endeavors, only
to witness the unfortunate outcome of business failure. Conversely,
a stock market trader has the ability to amass a substantial monetary
sum within a brief span of a few hours, primarily by means of
engaging in manipulative practices and speculative activities. The
stock's performance is a noteworthy demonstration that raises
concerns regarding its ethical implications. Hence, the
aforementioned phenomenon cannot be elucidated by factors such as
exertion, rivalry, openness, or conscientious conduct. Currently, it
would be reasonable to assert that the operation of the free market
operates autonomously and may not acknowledge certain essential
values outlined by Islam (Meadowcroft , 2005:69).

Islam places significant emphasis on both individualism and
societal ethics. The examination of Islam must incorporate the
significance attributed to the person, as the genesis of humanity may
be traced back to a solitary individual, Adam. The prevailing belief
posits that the entirety of humanity is a unified familial unit, having
been brought into existence by a singular divine being known as
'‘God'. Every individual possesses equal originality, irrespective of
their color, race, class, and geographical location. The perception of
distinctions derived from these variables is fundamentally flawed,
and any system of ideological principles built around such disparities
poses a significant peril. Islam places a significant emphasis on the
recognition and appreciation of uniqueness among its adherents. The
concept of accountability is crucial to ensuring that individuals are
held responsible for their acts, while also upholding fundamental
individual rights. Individuals possess the inherent right to pursue
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gainful employment and participate in legitimate commercial
activities. In contrast, it serves to enhance the overall well-being of
society and mandates the obligatory payment of zakat for all
individuals adhering to the Islamic faith (Alam & Talib, 2015: 569).

Islam appears to offer a structure that supports individualism.
Within the realm of personal attributes, some features hold
significance and relevance to a free market economy. These include
but are not limited to, dishonesty, deceit, manipulation, genuineness,
forgiveness, and disparities in aptitude. Each of these elements plays
a crucial role in determining the ethicality of a behavior. In the
subsequent part, the perspectives of Islamic teachings on each of
these aspects are elucidated (Abbas A., 2014: 46).

e Lying is universally recognized by Muslim scholars as
a significant transgression that carries grave
consequences and is strongly discouraged. According
to the Qur'an®®, individuals are encouraged to invoke
the curse of God against those who engage in
falsehoods. According to the teachings of the Prophet
Muhammad, believers have the potential to exhibit
qualities such as cowardice or miserliness, but they are
inherently incapable of engaging in falsehood.
Deception serves as the fundamental catalyst for
unethical conduct and distressing conduct, as it
engenders severe repercussions and ultimately fosters
animosity. Furthermore, engaging in deceptive
practices within the market fosters a sense of mistrust
among participants and institutions, resulting in the

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squandering of valuable time and resources. Hence, it
is widely acknowledged among Muslim academics that
the justifiability of lying is not absolute. The individual
expressed the viewpoint that falsehood is a serious
transgression, asserting that an individual's credibility
becomes compromised when they are recognized as a
habitual deceiver.

The Role of Truthfulness in morally responsible
transactions in Islamic principles: In accordance with
Islamic guidelines, adherence to truthfulness is
considered an essential requirement for engaging in
morally responsible transactions. According to the
teachings of the Islamic prophet, it is said that
individuals who engage in deceitful behavior are not
considered to be part of the Muslim community.
Therefore, it is crucial to refrain from engaging in
deceptive practices and fraudulent activities within the
marketplace. The rationale provided by the Prophet for
this practice is that engaging in cheating activities
diminishes the bounties bestowed by God and hinders
the attainment of riches.

The Islamic principles place a significant emphasis on
sincerity in the marketplace, which encompasses two
essential dimensions: exhibiting kindness towards
individuals and engaging in purposeful action. Firstly,
the belief in a higher power and the commitment to
non-harmful behavior contribute to the augmentation
of an individual's dignity. Another important aspect is
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the individual's fulfillment of their obligations under
the guidance of a higher power. Performance remains
unaffected by any negative incident when individuals
possess a comprehensive understanding of the subject
matter.

Forgiveness: This principle encompasses acts of
kindness and the deliberate disregard of transgressions
committed by others, with the expectation that they
will abstain from engaging in such misconduct in the
future. The concept of forgiveness can be classified
into two distinct categories, namely contracts and
rights. The individual highlighted that in the context of
engaging in contractual agreements with others, an
individual of moral standing ought to actively promote
consensus, steer clear of contentious disputes, and
refrain from engaging in deceitful or manipulative
behavior. Additionally, the author observed that an
individual's rights encompass two distinct dimensions,
namely personal issues and financial matters,
specifically pertaining to debt. In matters pertaining to
individual circumstances, it is advisable to refrain from
engaging in competitive endeavors aimed at securing a
more favorable position or higher status relative to
others. This tendency engenders a state of
competitiveness over trivial concerns, resulting in
negative reputation and conduct. The financial
dimension pertaining to debt encompasses three
distinct components, namely debt forgiveness, debt
reduction, and the extension of maturities until the
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prevailing issues are alleviated. These many activities
serve to expedite transactions, enhance confidence, and
bolster market dynamics and collaboration among
participants.

The Qur'an acknowledges the equality of human
people in their creation, yet it also recognizes that
individuals possess varying capacities, which
consequently leads to differences in their roles within
the market and their capacity to generate wealth.
According to the Qur'an?®, there is a passage that
asserts the differentiation of individuals in terms of
their intellectual capacities, intelligence, abilities, and
riches, indicating that this differentiation serves as a
means of testing them. Furthermore, individuals have
been awarded academic degrees based on their own
accomplishments. Hence, it is imperative that
rewards 1’ or punishments align with individual
performance and are contingent upon one's abilities,
thereby ensuring equity within the organizational
setting.

12. Conclusion

Based on what has been said so far, it is safe to assume
that...

Aligning economic operations with ethical ideals is a central tenet of
Islamic economics, which also places heavy emphasis on the
concepts of social justice and the protection of the economically
underprivileged. The purpose of this research is to investigate
various crucial factors in order to appreciate how the free market
economy has affected the Islamic economy. In this research, we will
look at the core ideas of Islamic economics and the free market
economy and see how they compare and differ. As an example,
although the free market economy encourages competition, Islamic
economics emphasizes fair trade and the protection of consumers'
rights. Understanding the possibility for coexistence and
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collaboration between the two systems is greatly aided by the
discovery and analysis of these shared qualities and distinctions.
Furthermore, how do the teachings of Islamic economics square with
the criticisms of free market economics, particularly with regards to
wealth disparities, speculative practices, and social exclusion?
Islamic economics, with its emphasis on equity and protection for
the poor, has the ability to advance these goals of narrowing the
wealth gap and improving people's quality of life. When applied to
a free market economy, Islamic economics, with its strict
commitment to financial rules like the prohibition of riba, has the
potential to reduce volatility.

Particularly in countries where
Muslims make up the majority of the population, the effort to
combine the teachings of Islamic economics with the requirements
of a market economy can present complex obstacles. Economic
policymakers face a significant challenge in trying to balance the
ethical precepts of Islamic economics with the dynamic competition
of a free market economy. However, this balance is essential for
efforts that aim to create a congruent alignment between the
promotion of economic development and the realization of social
fairness. In conclusion, understanding the effects of a free market
economy on the Islamic economy requires an in-depth familiarity
with the complexities of economic rules and policies. The future of
the global economic system depends critically on the peaceful
coexistence and cooperative efforts of these two economic
approaches. The potential exists to realize the goals of fostering
economic progress and enhancing social welfare simultaneously by
striking a harmonious balance between the principles of justice and
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moral values inherent in Islamic economics and the competitive and
efficiency benefits associated with a free market economy.
Therefore, this study has laid the groundwork for understanding this
important concern, and it remains a topic that requires further
exploration and conversation in future studies. Future economic
growth will be heavily influenced by the relationship between the
free market economy and the Islamic economy. Consistent effort
must be made to discover the potential for optimal outcomes and
peaceful cohabitation when these two systems intersect for the good
of humanity.
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
